The manuscripts to be considered for publication in the “Selected Papers” should be sent to the Greek Applied Linguistics Association by 31st May 2008 (post mark).
Please note that the submitted article should not have been published elsewhere.

Submissions to the Proceedings must strictly follow the guidelines below. Manuscripts that depart from the style sheet will be returned to the author for corrected resubmission.

Two hard copies of each manuscript should be submitted. The author(s)’s name(s), status, affiliation, telephone number(s), fax and email address(es) should appear only on the title page. In case of multiple authorships, indicate the author to whom any correspondence should be sent. The hard copies of the manuscript should be posted to the following address:

The manuscripts should also be submitted in the electronic format as an email attachment. To avoid potential problems associated with file transfers and non-Roman fonts (e.g. phonetic, Cyrillic), authors should submit all the electronic material in PDF files in addition to the files in the usual editing formats (MS Word or similar). The 2 electronic copies of the article should be submitted (in the form of an attachment file) to the following e-mail address: galaconf2007@enl.auth.gr

1) Manuscripts should be double-spaced throughout (including the references) and not exceed 16 pages, including footnotes, tables, appendices and references.

Font: Times New Roman 12pt

Margins: Upper-lower: 2.54 cm, right-left 3 cm, justified (left-right)
2) Please insert page numbers and running heads in your manuscript. Running heads should not exceed 60 characters including spaces. The paper titles will be on the right-hand pages and the author’s / authors’ name(s) on the left-hand pages.

3) Footnotes should be kept to the minimum and numbered consecutively throughout the text (Font: Times New Roman 10pt). Note numbers in the text should be superscript (small raised) numbers and should directly follow the word in question or a punctuation mark, with no blank space.

4) Articles should be preceded by an abstract (maximum 100-150 words) written in the same language as the article. If the article is written in Greek please also provide an abstract in English or French.
5) Key words should be included under the abstract (5-7 words).
6) The first paragraph after a heading is ranged left and should not be indented while the following paragraphs are to be indented and ranged left (0,5 cm from the left margin).

7) Subheadings appear in italics and are to be numbered consecutively (e.g. 2.1, 2.2). More than three levels of heading should be avoided (e.g. 2.1.1). 

8) Examples, if any, are to be numbered consecutively with the number and any accompanying letters in brackets:


(1a) John seems to me – to be unhappy.

(1b) It seems to me that John is unhappy.
Examples are indented and ranged left (1 cm from the left margin).

9) Tables should be arranged in the form of a grid preceded by a legend. Paragraphs in tables are single-spaced.

10) References made and punctuation used IN THE BODY OF THE TEXT: 

a) As we read in Halliday (1985: 64-66), [using a blank space after the double dot]

b) (Lyons 1977: 32-56) [citing in brackets the author’s surname, blank space, year of publication, double dot, blank space, and page(s)].

c) When citing from a reprinting, the original date should be given first in brackets (e.g. Sapir [1929] 1949: 166).

d) Where more than one work is cited in a list, they are listed ALPHABETICALLY (Hulstijin 1990, McLaughlin 1990, Nobuyoshi and Ellis 1993). The authors’ names and year of publication of their work should be included in brackets, separated by commas (not with a colon). A blank space should separate the name of the author and the year of publication (not a comma). Page number spans are marked with a long hyphen (–), NOT an ordinary hyphen (-). A work by three authors should include all names in the first reference, with only the first author’s name followed by et al. in subsequent citations. Work by four or more authors should use the first author’s name followed by et al. in all citations.

e) Double quotation marks are used for direct citations and partial quotations “…”. Quotations longer than 3 lines (and also poems or longer excerpts) should be set off from the main text, with a blank line coming before and after the text, and should be justified left and right (1 cm), with double quotation marks and with in-text reference to the source. Ellipsis is indicated by three periods, close set, with a blank space before and after (like … this).

f) Single quotation marks, on the other hand, can indicate non-standard use, or reference to a word, an expression, a suffix etc., as in the quotations “The writer is fond of using the word ‘climax’ to imply an additional sense of …” and “The morpheme ‘bound’ can be used also to indicate …”.

g) Capitalise the first letter of the first word after a colon (e.g. Register variation in Korean: A corpus-based study).

h) Under NO circumstances must any words, phrases, sentences or examples be underlined or bold letters be used in the text or in the examples. Bold letters are only to be used in headings as section titles.

i) Italics can indicate terminology, highlighting or emphasis.
