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General information

The Aristotle University of Thessaloniki is a State University with full administrative
and relative academic autonomy, yet subject to state supervision through the
Ministry of Education and Religion which is responsible for its funding.

The University of Thessaloniki, as it was ofiginally called, was established in 1925
during the First Greek Democracy under Decree No 334/14.6.1925 after the
proposal of the Prime Minister Alexander Papanastasiou.

The structure of the University today, its range of activities and its size, make it the
largest and most complex institution of Higher Education in the country and in the
Balkans. More than 75,000 students study at the University's 44 Schools and the
teaching and research staff number more than 2,700 members. These numbers are
supplemented by more than 1500 administrative and technical support staff.

The Aristotle University of Thessaloniki has been actively involved in the European
Inter-University Educational Programmes, such as ERASMUS, COMETT, LINGUA,
TEMPUS, and more recently SOCRATES, since their launch.

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H. Course Descriptions

Theoretical and Applied Linguistics

Ling 1-105C: Contemporary English Language I

ECTS Code: G-LSUD! Lang 105C Contemporary English Language I

The core English language course for first-year students. Class time (four hours per
week) will be spent on improving grammatical accuracy and communicative appro-
priateness. Students will be exposed to certain aspects of English grammar and em-
phasis will be placed on the development of lanquage awareness. The course will
also provide students with plenty of practice in English language usage.
Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 1-106C: Contemporary English Language II

ECTS Code: G-LSUDI Lang 106C Contemporary English Language IT

This course will be devoted to written text comprehension. Class time (4 hours per
week) will be spent on reading comprehension, vocabulary building and on various
techniques relevant to written text comprehension. Students will also spend time on
understanding and producing summary-like texts.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 1-111C: Communication Skills I: Speaking and Writing

ECTS Code: G-LSUDI Lang 111C Communication Skills I

This course will enable students to express themselves in speaking and writing with
greater clarity, precision and attention to detail. Among other things students will
learn to define, classify, illustrate, describe, narrate, compare and contrast and gene-
rally give and receive information, both accurately and confidently. Participation and
coursework will contribute to the final grade.

Assessment: In-class assignments and final exam.

Ling 1-199E: Special Electives
ECTS Code: G-LSUDI Lang 199E Special Electives
To be specified according to offer.

Ling 1-206E: English Language: Problematic Areas

ECTS Code: G-LSUD?2 Lang 206E English Language: Problematic Areas

This is an advanced course whose chief objective is to improve the basic types of
linguistic knowledge that a learner of English as a foreign language should possess in
order to communicate as effectively as possible. There will be exercises on vocabulary,
structure, reading and listening comprehension and other areas of particular interest to
the student of English as a foreign language. The course is recommended only for
students who can attend classes on a regular basis since no textbook is provided.
Assessment; Final exam.
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Ling 1-211C: Communication Skills II: Speaking and Writing

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ Lang 211C Communication Skills II: Speaking and Writing
This course has the twin aims of developing confidence and fluency in speaking and
writing. Students will be taught how to present arguments on topical issues, how to
develop and substantiate their arguments clearly and in a logical manner, at the
same time paying attention to possible counter-arguments. Participation and course-
work will contribute to the final grade.

Assessment: In-class assignments and final exam.

Ling 2-120C: Introduction to Linguistics I

ECTS Code: G-LSUDI ThLing 120C Introduction to Linguistics [

This course, together with Ling 2-121C, aims at familiarizing students with the funda-
mental principles and main concepts of contemporary linguistic science. It starts
with a general discussion of the nature and properties of language, goes on with its
social functions (Sociolinguistics) as well as the acquisition process of first and
second language (Psycholinguistics), before dealing with the production of speech
(Phonetics) and their structure and grammatical properties (Phonology).
Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-121C: Introduction to Linguistics I1I

ECTS Code: G-LSUDI ThLing 121C Introduction to Linguistics Il

This is a follow-up of 2-120C which introduces students to further levels of linguistic
analysis, such as the structure of words and word-formation processes (Morphology),
syntactic description (Syntax), word and sentence meaning (Semantics) and language
use (Pragmatics), together with an overview of Historical Linguistics and a brief
History of English.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-220RE: Introduction to Morphology

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ ThLing 220E Introduction to Morphology

This course aims at introducing students to the basic theory of word structure, a
subject which is known as morphology. The main focus will be on the construction
of words in English (derivation, inflection, word-formation). Areas dealt with will be:
a) the defining characteristic of the morpheme, b) morphemes as the functioning
parts of words, as basic grammatical units, as units of distribution, free and bound
morphemes, ¢) morphological processes: affixation, reduplication, vowel change,
suppletion and substraction, and d) morphological phenomena. The aim is to lead
students to an understanding of the power of word formation in English.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-221RE: Syntax
ECTS Code: G-L5UDZ ThLing 221E Syntax
This is not an elementary course, given that the rudiments of syntax have already been
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taught in the Introduction to General Linguistics. The present course aims to initiate
the student into a syntactic description of English, although other languages may also
be included for comparative purposes. Its rationale is that theory and practice should
develop hand in hand in linguistic analysis. The areas to be discussed are: a) Methods
of data collection, b) Constituency and dependency (the simple clause including
dative and locative alternation), ¢) Tense and aspect, d) Transitivity; the passive and
its function, e) -ing forms, f) That clauses and g) Infinitival clauses.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-237/RE: Psycholinguistics: An Introduction

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ ThLing 237E Psycholinguistics: An Introduction

The aim of this course is to introduce students to basic issues in psycholinguistics.
Specifically, the questions addressed cover the following topics: the nature of lan-
guage as a mental ‘organ’, the comparison between the human and the ape’s mind
with special reference to language and meta-representations, alternative theories of
first language acquisition, and basic properties of sentence comprehension and
production.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-245E: Functional Grammar

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? ThLing 245E Functional Grammar

In a functional approach to the study of language, the questions posed can be for-
mulated as: How do speakers and addressees succeed in communicating with each
other through the use of linguistic expressions? How is it possible for them to make
themselves understood, to influence each other’s stock of information by linguistic
means? In this course a theory of Functional Grammar is developed in order to make
use of functional notions at three different levels: the syntactic, the semantic and the
pragmatic. The relation between the different components of linguistic organization
is viewed in such a way that pragmatics is seen as the all-encompassing framework
within which semantics and syntax must be studied.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-299E: Special Electives
ECTS Code: G-LSUD?2 ThLing 299E Special Electives

Ling 2-320E: Intonation: Theory and Practice

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ThLing 320E Intonation: Theory and Practice

A minimum theoretical presentation of the stages involved in the production and
perception of intonation is followed by very extensive practical drilling, covering the
most frequent pitch patterns of British English.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-330RE: General and English Phonetics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ThLing 330E General and English Phonetics
A study of the relationship between language and speech, this course focuses on

traditional and contemporary views describing facts of speech such as acoustics
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and articulation. Special attention is paid to contemporary spoken English and in
particular to the production of English sounds and prosodic features. Phonetic
transcription exercises and description of the pronunciation of individual words run
parallel to the theoretical approach.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-335RE: Principles of Phonology

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ThLing 335E Principles of Phonology

The course aims to provide a comprehensive introduction to the basic concepts of
phonological analysis within the framework of Generative Phonology. The first part of
the course covers basic issues in phonology such as variation, distribution and systems
of contrasts. An analysis of the problems with the phonemic principle including
overlapping and neutralization leads to the discussion of a standard model of
generative phonology. Theoretical issues examined include the levels of repre-
sentation, the ordering of phonological rules, redundancy and simplicity. The final part
of the course raises questions about the standard model and introduces basic
theoretical issues in some contemporary approaches including the metrical and
autosegmental frameworks. Examples and data are presented from a variety of
languages.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-341RE: Semantics

ECTS Code: G-1SUD3 ThLing 341E Semantics

Semantics, or the study of meaning in language, is a component discipline of
linguistics, focusing on areas where language makes contact with reality. In this
course, we will fry to explore the organization of the semantic structure of language.
It will include an examination of meaning both at the level of words and sentences.
Lexical relations, sentence-relations, sense and reference, deixis, truth-functionality
and formal representations of meaning are some of the areas that will be studied.
Students are urged to take this course after they have taken courses in phonology,
morphology, and syntax, as these components of linguistics are historically and
methodologically prior to semantics.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-350RE: Pragmatics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ThLing 350E Pragmatics

The purpose of this course is to provide some indication of the scope of pragmatics,
a component of linguistics that deals with the question of how utterances have
variable meanings in specific situations, i.e. with language usage. It will, therefore,
examine utterances not in isolation from their co-text, context and other factors, as
might be dore in semantics, but within their co-text and in relation to a number of
factors contributing to variability of meaning. Areas dealt with include speech-acts,
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topics relating to presupposition and implicatures and an introduction to the
principles governing conversation. This course is both logically and methodolo-
gically dependent on prior knowledge of the fundamentals of semantics. Therefore,
it is greatly urged that only students who have already passed Ling 2-341E take this
course.

Assessment: Final exam, in-class quizzes.

Ling 2-399E: Special Electives: Inflectional Morphology

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ApLing 399E Special Electives: Inflectional Morphology

The main aim of the course is to introduce inflectional morphology and its interaction
with syntax. First, an attempt will be made to distinguish it from derivational mor-
phology. While derivational morphology is responsible for word formation, i.e. the
formation of new lexical items, inflectional morphology deals with syntactically de-
termined affixation processes. This can be seen from the behaviour of the contextual
categories (dictated by syntax) such as those of person and number markers on
Verbs or structural case markers on Nouns. On the other hand, the so-called
inherent inflectional properties such as the plurality of Nouns, the gender of Nouns,
the comparative and superlative markers of Adjectives, the Tense and Aspect mar-
kers, participles and infinitives, will also be scrutinized in this course, as will Agree-
ment properties assigned to Nouns and Verbs, paradigmatic relations and
inflectional paradigms.

Assessment: Either a 30-page research paper or a final exam.

Ling 2-425E: Semiotics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ThLing 425E Semiotics

This course introduces the student to the study of communication not only as a
process, but as a generation of meaning. For communication to take place one has
to create a message out of signs. Terms like sign, signification, icons, index, symbol,
denotation, connotation refer to various ways of creating meaning. We will focus on
these terms as structural models and analyze them as a structured set of relation-
ships which enable a message to signify something. The first part of the course will
concentrate on the history of sign production by discussing the theories of de
Saussure, Peirce, Benveniste, Barthes and Eco. Then the student will concentrate on
a) the sign itself as a human construct; b) the codes or systems into which signs are
organized; and c) the culture within which these codes and signs operate. Semiotics
is the general study of semiosis, that is, the processes and effects of the production
and reproduction of meaning in all forms. Hence, we will apply the concept of
semiosis to a myriad of texts and discourse(s) ranging from linguistic (verbal) pro-
duction to imagistic (non-verbal) representation on the paradigmatic and syntag-
matic planes.

Assessment: Final exam or the option of a research paper
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Ling 2-460E: Generative Syntax

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 Thling 460E Generative Syntax

The course aims at introducing students to syntactic structure within the framework
of Generative Grammar. We begin with the structure of the clause according to X'-
theory and the information contained in the linguistic Lexicon. The specific con-
tructions analysed are passives, interrogatives (both 'yes-no’ and wh-questions),
relative clauses and the distribution of pronouns, reflexives and full NPs. Constraints
on syntactic movement and violations at the derivational and representational level
are illustrated with English examples. Some reference to syntactic differences
between English and Greek will be made throughout the course.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-470RE: History of the English Language

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ThlLing 470E History of the English Language

The course connects Modern English with Indo-European through a general exami-
nation of linguistic change and accompanying phenomena. Causes of change, their
correlations with the observable data and the implications for an explanatory model
are examined through English texts from Old English to Modern English. The data
are examined separately for phonology, morphology, syntax and lexico-semantics.
The course assumes competent use of English and knowledge of contemporary
phonetic theory.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling2-474E: Phonological Development

ECTS Code: G-L5UD4 ThLing 474E Phonological Development

The aim or the course is to provide a comprehensive account of major qualitative and
quantitative changes during the contruction of children’s phonological system. The
course will initially address influential theoretical frameworks which have informed the
study of phonological development, including the behaviourist, structuralist, generative,
cognitive and biological models. It will proceed to a description of the perceptual
capacities of the infant and early vocal production. Stages in the development of
intentional communication will be examined together with issues concerning the
interaction between perception of running speech and production. The course will
proceed to a review of studies on later development focusing on issues such as the
emergence of the segment, vocabulary growth and prosodic development. Finally, the
course will explore some of the most influential frameworks and experimental studies
on the acquisition of second language phonology.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-490E: Tense and Aspect

ECTS Code: G-L5UD4 ThLing 490F Tense and Aspect

Tense and aspect are two central categories in grammar: they characterize primarily
the semantics of verbs, but their effects are pervasive in many other categories such as
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noun phrases, adverbials, temporal connectives, etc. In this course, we examine the
semantic properties of the various tenses — past, present, and future — and aspects —
perfective, imperfective, perfect, and lexical aspects (Aktionsart)—, within a formal
semantic framework and a crosslinguistic perspective. We introduce an event
semantics with times as the metalanguage for analyzing tensed sentences and we
discuss a number of topics in the areas mentioned above, emphasizing also issues at

the syntax-semantics interface of tense and aspect.
Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-492E: Cognitive English Grammar

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ThLing 492E Cognitive English Grammar

Cognitive grammar is a model of linguistic description which combines conceptual
categories and processes of the mind with linguistic form. One of its basic tenets is
that the grammar of a language, just like its lexicon, is meaningful. The meanings of
grammatical categories are rooted in our conceptual system. Consequently, gram-
mar is part of cognition and makes use of the same cognitive principles that govern
all our cognitive processes such as perception and thought. Cognitive grammar
accounts for both language structure and language use in an integrated fashion.
Language structure reflects units and processes of the conceptual world; language
use is determined by the grammatical structures available to the speaker on the one
hand and his/her communicative needs and intentions on the other. In performing a
communicative act, the speaker decides on the choice of the linguistic units
necessary to realize his/her communicative intention and thus constructs the
linguistic expression. This process of construal is what makes grammar a cognitive
achievement.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 2-493E: Metaphor-Metonymy

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ThLing 493E Metaphor-Metonymy

Metaphor and metonymy play a central role in human thought, understanding and
reasoning in the creation of our social, cultural, and psychological reality. The purpose
of this course is to challenge the traditional view that metaphorical language and
thought is arbitrary and unmotivated. It offers the view that both metaphorical language
and thought arise from the basic bodily (sensorimotor) experience of human beings.
This notion of embodiment clearly distinguishes the cognitive linguistic view from
traditional ones. In particular, it is claimed that (i) metaphor as well as metonymy are
properties of concepts, and not of words; (i) the main function of metaphor is to
understand one thing in terms of another, while the main function of metonymy seems
to be to provide mental, cognitive access to a target entity that is less readily or easily
available; (iii) while metaphor is based on similarity, metonymy is based on contiguity,
that is on elements that are parts of the same domain; (iv) metaphor and metonymy are
used effortlessly in everyday life by ordinary people, not just by specially talented
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people, and (v) metaphor and metonymy, far from being stylistic devices, are
inevitable processes of human thought and reasoning.
Assessment: Final exam and assignments.

Ling 2-499E: Special Electives: Psycholinguistics — Models of
Language Production and Language Comprehension

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ThlLing 499E Special Electives: Psycholinguistics — Models of
Language Production and Language Comprehension

The aim of this course is to address the question of the autonomy of the language
component in the human mind. The issue is viewed from the psycholinguistic and
neurolinguistic perspective. The course begins with the structure of the brain with
emphasis on the areas neurologically shown to be dedicated to language. Experi-
mental findings from psycholinguistic studies on visual and spoken word recog-
nition, word production and sentence comprehension are presented. Alternative
models of production and comprehension are discussed with the aim of evaluating
their plausibility in the light of the above mentioned experiments and neurolinguistic
evidence from language disorders. The nature of Broca’s and Wernicke's aphasia is
discussed and compared with genetically-based language impairment.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-225C: Methodology of Teaching Modern Languages I

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ ApLing 225C Methodology of Teaching Modern Languages |
The aim of this course is to provide students with a comprehensive description of the
most important developments in first and secend language acquisition theory and
research. Comparisons will be drawn between first and second language acqui-
sition and theories will be assessed in the light of current developments in linguistic
and applied linguistic theory. In this course students will also have the opportunity to
study the impact that individual learner characteristics (e.g. age, personality,
aptitude, etc.) and learning contexts (natural vs. instructional environment) have on
second language learning. Finally, within the context of instructed language acqui-
sition, students will examine the different ways in which classroom researchers have
observed and described teaching practices in second language classrooms.
Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-226C: Methodology of Teaching Modern Languages II
(former Ling 3-326C)

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ ApLing 226C Methodology of Teaching Modern Languages
I

The aim of this course, which is a continuation of Ling 3-225, is to provide students
with a comprehensive and systematic description of both commeonly and less com-
monly used methods of language teaching. This course will be linked to Ling 3-225
as a number of the methods that will be presented have been based on deve-
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lopments in language acquisition theory and research. In some cases, the method
will be considered in terms of its links to more general linguistic, psychological, or
educational traditions. As knowledge of methods is part of the knowledge base of
teaching, the course aims to enable future English language teachers to become
aware of their own fundamental assumptions, values and beliefs in order to make
informed choices in their teaching practice.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-229RE: Teaching the Pronunciation of English

ECTS Code: G-LSUD?Z ApLing 229E Teaching the Pronunciation of English

The aim of this course is twofold: (a) to provide a systematic and comprehensive
description of major features of English pronunciation (especially the Standard
Southern British variety); (b) to discuss important methodological issues in the
teaching of English pronunciation to foreign (Greek) learners. The first part of the
course focuses on the description of the English vowels and consonants, stress,
rhythm and intonation. Here, emphasis is placed on major connected speech
processes, including assimilation, reduction, elision and insertion. All aspects are
compared with major features of Greek pronunciation. In the second part of the
course, we address issues such as the choice of a basic pronunciation model,
setting up performance targets, designing course and assessment material and
evaluating performance. There is an extensive practical component in the course
and students are asked to listen to tapes with exercises that give practice in pro-
nunciation, discrimination and transcription. Small research projects and homework
are required as part of the course.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-327RE: Strategies of Language Learning and Communication
ECTS Code: G-LSUD3ApLing 327C Strategies of Language Learning and
Communication

The course is concerned with the special thoughts and/or behaviours that in-
dividuals use to help them comprehend, learn, and retain new information (learning
strategies’), as well as interact with other individuals (‘communication strategies’). It
describes how second/foreign languages are learned and what role learning stra-
tegies play in the language acquisition process. In particular, it examines various
techniques, approaches, or deliberate actions that learners utilize as they attempt to
respond to a learning or communicative need as well as some universal language
processing strategies which facilitate the learners’ linguistic processing of infor-
mation. Furthermore, it aims at raising teacher awareness of these special ways of
processing information which, under the teachers' instruction, could encourage and
assist students to become more effective and independent learners.

Assessment: Final exam.,
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Ling 3-329RE: The Classroom: Principles and Practices

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ApLing329E: The Classroom: Principles and Practices

This course aims to familiarize students with the principles and techniques of
language teaching. It will bring together current theory and research in order to
encourage innovative classroom practice and will provide students with the oppor-
tunity to relate the theoretical knowledge acquired in Ling 3-225 and Ling 3-226 to
the choices and decisions English language teachers have to make in their daily
teaching practice. The course will cover a wide range of topics related to the teach-
ing of English as a foreign language to learners of different age groups (e.g. teach-
ing the skills, class management, lesson planning, the role of different discourse
types in E.F.L., etc.). During the semester, classroom observations in primary and
secondary schools will also be scheduled. Please note that students who take this
course should already have passed Ling 3-225 and Ling 3-226.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-341RE: Cross-linguistic Influence in Language Learning

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ApLing 341E Cross-linguistic Influence in Language
Learning

The course aims to examine all kinds of linguistic influence which affect the process
and the degree of development in second/foreign language learning. It refers both to
language similarities and differences and to what happens in a language learner’s
mind during comprehension and production of the L2. Relevant topics such as
contrastive studies, the role of the first language, the L2 learner’s linguistic system
(interlanguage), simplification, avoidance, borrowing, code-switching, learners’
errors and their significance for language development, error correction, individual
learner differences, etc. will be discussed and practical suggestions will be made.
Assessment: Final exam and optional research paper of about 3,000 words.

Ling 3-357E: Teaching English to Primary School Children

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ApLing 357E Teaching English to Primary School Children
The aim of this course is to provide updating on some major areas in teaching English
to primary school children in order to offer some practical guidelines for successful
teaching practice. Of particular interest will be the ways that children learn a foreign
language and how children develop their language skills. More specifically, the core
content of the course will cover the following topics: English and the Primary
Curriculum; the qualities of young learners; identifying priorities in the language
classroom in terms of feedback, the use of the target language vs. the mother tongue,
learner training, etc. Classroom observations in primary schools will be scheduled.
Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-360E: Teaching English in Secondary Education
ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ApLing 360E Teaching English in Secondary Education
This course will focus specifically on the teaching of English to secondary school
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pupils and on the role of English language teaching in the secondary school curri-
culum. It will bring together current theory and research and innovative classroom
practice for future English language teachers in secondary education. The aim of the
course is to consider the sort of variables that apply in the teaching of this age group
and more particularly: (i) their intellectual capacity (ii) their attention span (iii)their
increasing capacities for abstraction (iv) factors surrounding ego, self-image and
self-esteem. The course will focus on the implications of these factors for the
selection of materials, the design and implementation of classroom techniques (e.qg.
teaching the four skills, grammar and vocabulary) as well as for classroom practi-
calities (e.g. format of lesson plan, class management, ete.) Students will be in-
volved: (a) in classroom observations in junior and senior high schools and (b) in
teaching practice in state secondary schools.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-370E: Teaching Aids

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ApLing 370E Teaching Aids

This course aims at involving prospective teachers of English as a Foreign Language in
the selection and use of various teaching aids, ranging from the chalkboard to the
computer. The course will also concentrate on how the use of such teaching aids can
facilitate teaching and enhance learning, making them both more motivating and
enjoyable.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-398E: Special Electives: ELT Practice in the Primary
Classroom

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ApLing 398E Special Electives: ELT Practice in the Primary
Classroom

This course involves classroom observations and teaching practice in State primary
schools. Trainee teachers are expected to work closely with the teacher of English
in a particular class and to develop a professional practice file, which is a record of
the teaching that takes place throughout their teaching practice. The aim of this
particular course is to familiarise trainee teachers with the situation in Greek State
primary schools and to acquaint them with teaching English to young learners. It is
important that trainee teachers show that they can form successful lesson plans and
that they reflect clearly and objectively on their performance.

Assessment: Teacher practice in schools, teaching practice file and final exam.

Ling 3-430RE: Evaluation and Organization of Teaching Materials
ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ApLing 430E Evaluation and Organization of Teaching
Materials

This cowrse focuses on the following areas: evaluation and supplementation of
currently used FL course-books with materials designed according to the learners’
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age, needs, and level; lesson planning; teaching the receptive productive skills;
precommunicative and communicative activities; demonstration lessons.
Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-450RE: Syllabus Design and Material Preparation

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ApLing 450E Syllabus Design and Material Preparation

The course examines the basic principles of syllabus design and material preparation.
It first reviews the methods of syllabus design that were in operation traditionally and
then analyzes how the area has in the last thirty years become more dependent on the
various aspects of linguistics. The present trends are also considered in detail with an
effort to set up principles independent of any one specific teaching theory. At the same
time, what is current in the field is examined and evaluated.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-458E: Language Classrooms Observed

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ApLing 458E Language Classrooms Observed

The aim of this course is to familiarise students with the classroom situation by
watching video-taped classes and analysing the teaching situation. Looking at
teaching critically will be one of the most important aims to be achieved not only for
the purposes of this course but for future professional development as well. More
specifically, video-taped lessons will stimulate discussions which will revolve
around a wide range of topics: the structure of lessons in terms of lesson planning
(variety, sequence of activities, time management, skills, aims, teaching aids), the
start and the end of the lesson, the feedback provided, and the instructions given.
Assessment: Diary and final exam.

Ling 3-460E: Language Course Design: Micro-Teaching

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ApLing 460E Language Course Design: Micro-teaching
Microteaching denotes a context in which a teaching situation has been reduced in
scope and/or simplified in some systematic way. This course will familiarise student-
trainees with the art of teaching by preparing micro-lessons, teaching the micro-
class and adopting the reflective model through group discussions, watching video-
taped lessons and keeping a teaching diary. The micro-lessons, which will be video-
taped and analysed, will focus on selected topics ranging from beginner to
advanced learners. Some key issues such as classroom/time management, use of
activities, use of visual aids, the quality of input/interaction, questioning techniques,
etc. will be raised in relation to the lessons taught.

Assessment: Micro-lesson taught, teaching diary, participation in class discussions
and final exam.

Ling 3-463RE: Testing and Evaluation

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ApLing 463E Testing and Evaluation

The aim of this course is to introduce students to issues related to the design and
classification of tests with regard to their approach and purpose. More particularly,
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the course will (a) show the connection between testing and teaching and discuss
the concept of backwash effect, (b) provide overall instruction in the use of various
types of tests for classroom purposes, (¢) introduce fundamental concepts in testing
(e.g. validity and reliability), (d) train students in the technigques and procedures
employed in the construction and evaluation of tests and test results and (e) present
types of tests for the testing of the skills, vocabulary and grammar.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 3-473E: Computer Assisted Language Learning

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ApLing 473E Computer Assisted Language Learning

This course will suggest ways in which the exciting New Technology of compu-
ters —various kinds of software and cd-roms but also the Internet—can be used in
teaching a foreign language.

Assessment: Continuous assessment and final exam.

Ling 3-499E: Special Electives
ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ApLing 499E Special Electives
To be specified according to offer.

Ling 4-210E: Translation: Theory and Practice

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? LingSp 210E Translation: Theory and Practice

This course offers an introduction to the linguistic theory of translation. While style
and register are important, their close examination in various genres in the two
languages contrastively constitutes a more advanced stage of sophistication, which
then impinges to a great extent on contrastive stylistics. It seems that what has
precedence over style and strict registerial considerations is the neat conveyance of
linguistic messages from one language into another in such a way that they can be
considered to be intersubstitutable. The quality of translation is then judged
according to the criteria of a) accuracy, b) a certain degree of equivalence of style
and register, and c) fluency and readability. The course has a 50% practical
emphasis which will be manifested through texts to be translated or translations to
be evaluated.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-230E: Rhetoric and Language

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? LingSp 230E Rhetoric and Language

A brief historical overview of what has been called the 'splendor and misery of
rhetoric’ will serve as an introduction to our consideration of the uses and functions
of language and the relations between literal and figurative language. Areas to be
examined include ].L. Austin's theory of speech acts, current issues in communi-
cation theory (mainly semiotic approaches) as well as theories of metaphor.
Assessment: Final exam or the option of a research paper.
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Ling 4-240E: Epistemology and Language

ECTS Code: G-LSUD?Z LingSp 240E Epistemology and Language

This course intoduces issues in epistemology as they relate to language in several
strands of classical and modern thought, as well as some of the terms at the heart of
controversies over knowledge and language. We will emphasize the context depen-
dence of these terms. Some of the topics or questions considered are the following:
Plato’s theory of knowledge —dialectic and art; Aristotle’s view of 'science’ and art;
the Positivist identification of knowledge with science—the senses of 'science —
reduction, the verification principle, theory and observation, empiricism; the basis of
the claim that linguistics is a science; knowledge and language as they relate to
ideology; the Modernity/Post-modernity debate.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-281E: Semantic Fields and Collocations

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? LingSp 281E Semantic Fields and Collocations

This course focuses on vocabulary. It aims to promote not only the students’ acqui-
sition of new lexes but, also, their capacity for using words appropriately within the
correct context. To this end, words are studied within their semantic fields, that is, as
constellations of interrelated words forming systematic networks.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-282E: Language and Style in the Media

ECTS Code: G-LSUD?2 LingSp 282E Language and Style in the Media

Emphasis in this course is on current English as it is employed in mass media. The
passages selected are taken from recent newspapers, magazines, and radio and
television broadcasts. The ultimate goal of the course is two-fold: firstly, to enrich
students’ knowledge of English, particularly vocabulary, and secondly, to make
students aware of the way language is exploited to create certain effects on the
reader/listener; in short it aims to develop students’ ability to read between the lines.
The course is intended for students who have successiully completed Contemporary
English Language [ and II and can attend classes on a regular basis since no texi-
book is provided.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-299E: Special Eleclives
ECTS Code: G-LSUD? LingSp 299E Special Electives
To be specified according to offer.

Ling 4-315E: Translation Practice

ECTS Code: G-LSUD?3 LingSp 315E Translation Practice

Following a brief theoretical introduction, the course focuses on detailed analysis
and translation of English and Greek texts from sources related to administration,
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economy, law, information and computing, and newspaper language. Existing mo-
del translations may alse be subjected to criticism. The course ultimately leads to
conclusions about usage based on semantic diversification as portrayed in the
analyzed and translated collection of texts.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-320E: Stylistics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 LingSp 320E Stylistics

General Stylistics deals with the whole repertoire of language varieties found in a
situation/context. Literary Stylistics deals with the variations (or deviations) from
‘norms’ characteristic of literature as a code and the ‘style’ of individual authors. The
linguist directs his/her attention primarily to how a piece of literature exemplifies the
language system: s/he essentially treats literature as text. This course will focus on
the distinctive features of language use within registers encountered in various texts.
We will try to establish principles that illustrate the particular choices made by
individuals and social groups.

Assessment: Final exam

Ling 4-322E: Discourse Coherence: A Comparison of Cohesive
Devices in English and Greek

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 LingSp 322E Discourse Coherence: A Comparison of
Cohesive Devices in English and Greek

This course will first familiarize students with the main principles of textual and
discourse coherence by reviewing the whole range of types of coherence relations.
It will then examine closely cohesive devices and their distinct functions in text and
discourse in terms of the various levels of language use, with the focus being on a
comparison between Greek and English. The course will include a strongly practical
component with hands-on experience. It is of great relevance to the EFL teacher.

Ling 4-399E: Special Electives: Second Language Acquisition: A
Principles and Parameters Approach

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 LingSp 399E Special Electives: Second Language Acqui-
sition: A Principles and Parameters Approach

The aim of this course is to introduce students to language acquisition research
within the Principles and Parameters perspective (Chomsky, 1986) and to familiarise
them with some studies on second language acquisition within this framework. It
begins with an outline of the similarities and differences between first and second
language acquisition, continues with the methodology for research used in each of
the two areas, introduces the basic theories in the field, and, finally, discusses syn-
tactic phenomena which have been the centre of recent research in second lan-
guage acquisition: subjects (position, nature, and syntactic behaviour in various
structures), adverbs and negation (their position in relation to the finite or non-finite
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verb), questions and determiners. Difficulties in the acquisition of such structures
are analysed in terms of the interference of the native to the second language and,
alternatively, the semantic and syntactic properties of the syntactic phenomena
which prove difficult even to advanced second language learners.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-400E: Diploma Thesis

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp 400E Diploma Thesis

This course requires a substantial piece of research, of about 12,500 words (50
pages typed, double-spaced) demonstrating scholarly ability, independent thought
and a good grasp of academic style. The Diploma Thesis is meant as an opportunity
for the student both to complete a large-scale project and to make use of the skills
acquired in undergraduate studies. Students interested in registering for the
Diploma Thesis should arrange well in advance with a member of the teaching staff
to act as supervisor of the thesis. Only fourth-year students are eligible to register.
Previous experience in writing research papers is required.

Assessment: Research paper of around 12,500 words.

Ling 4-410E: Translation and Comparative Syntax

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp 410E Translation and Comparative Syntax

This is a course aiming to familiarize students with some important aspects of non-
literary translation. Passages from Economics, Political Science, Philosophy, Lin-
guistics, etc. will be translated from and into English. The course will also deal with a
comparative study of English and Modern Greek structures laying special emphasis
on some syntactic aspects where the two languages differ (i.e. Word Order, Subject
Forming Possibilities, Double Object Constructions).

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-420E: Discourse Analysis

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp 420FE Discourse Analysis

This course focuses on language in its linguistic and situational context, aiming to
develop an acute awareness of the multi-functionality of discursive language. Phe-
nomena that will be studied are cohesion, coherence, information structure, back-
ground knowledge structure and pragmatic notions as applied to discourse and
conversation. Amongst other things, this course will aim to help prospective teac-
hers of English acquire a critical stand towards reference grammars and cour-
sebooks intended for the use of EFL and develop an awareness of the need to heed
and incorporate the findings of discourse analysis in their teaching strategies and
materials designing. The course is also of interest to the literary-oriented student, as
it examines text types and their language closely. It is highly recommended that this
course follow courses in semantics and pragmatics.

Assessment: Research paper (preferred option) or final exam.
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Ling 4-435E: Psycholinguistics: Theories of Language Learning

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp 435E Psycholinguistics: Theories of Language
Learning

The course is centered round the question of how human beings acquire
knowledge about language and the ability to use it. The process of language
development constitutes one of the main concerns of such a question starting with
the pre-linguistic child, following the child’s comprehension, production, and
judgement of more complex utterances, and continuing with the relation between
language and cognition in adulthood. Within this framework, during the course, a
number of language learning theories and relevant experiments will be described
and evaluated, along with their contribution to a better understanding of the
acquisition and development not only of a first but also of (a) second language(s).
Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-440E: Gender and Language

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp 440E Gender and Language

Language as a form of social behaviour both reflects and helps to perpetuate deeply
held cultural attitudes such as those concerning the relationships between women and
men. Qur everyday speech reflects the ‘superiority’ of the male and the ‘inferiority’ of the
female. By comparing the ways women and men are represented in the structure of
language as well as gender-specific uses of language, this course attempts to expose
the linguistic discrimination experienced by women both in the way general language
use treats them and in the way they are taught to use the language. Note: This course
presupposes some knowledge of sociolinguistic matters which can only be assured if
students have already taken the course Ling 4-463E in the winter semester.
Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-453E: Supervised Research Project (in a Selected Field of
Linguistics)

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp 453E Supervised Research Project (in a Selected
Field of Linguistics)

Students who wish to do a supervised project in a selected field of the Department of
Theoretical and Applied Linguistics should first discuss their plans with the staff
member willing to supervise the project and get his/her approval before registration.
A written statement of approval by the supervisor should be presented to the
Secretariat. The project will be evaluated by the supervisor. The mark received is
the final mark for the course.

Assessment: Research paper of around 9,000 words.

Ling 4-463RE: Sociolinguistics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp463E Sociolinguistics

Sociolinguistics challenges the asocial view of language as a homogeneous,
autonomous entity — and of single-style speakers —and argues, instead, that a theory
of language must necessarily include the study of language in use, i.e. how speakers
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use specific utterances in a variety of ways as they find themselves in a variety of
situations. In other words, it should give an account of ‘who speaks (or writes) and to
what end’, since no one speaks the same all the time and speakers make constant
use of the internal variation or nuances of language for a wide variety of purposes.
This course, then, will attempt to look into the uses of language as they vary with
time, geographical provenance, ethnicity, race, social class, age, sex, education,
etc., in an attempt to heighten our awareness of such matters and so facilitate our
understanding of language as well as of its users and uses. Note: This course is
highly recommended for students who would also like to take Ling 4-491E and/or
Ling 4-440E in the spring semester.

Assessment: Final exam.

Ling 4-491E: Conversation Analysis

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp491E Conversation Analysis

This course, which will examine the organizational relations between utterances in a
conversation and the way in which utterances are organized into conversations, will
make use of recorded data collected from naturally occurring investigations of
everyday interaction, in an effort to highlight the methods which the participants in
conversation use in order to describe conversational events and thus, expose the
procedures and expectations in terms of which speakers produce their own beha-
viour and interpret the behaviour of others. Note: As this course represents a further
investigation into sociolinguistic themes, it is highly recommended that students who
plan to take it in the spring semester make sure they also take Ling 4-463E in the
winter semester; otherwise, whatever benefit is to be gained from this course will be
minimal. Furthermore, since students will be expected to record, transcribe and
analyze their own data and produce a final research paper in place of the June exam,
they should only take the course if they intend to be physically present.

Assessment: Research paper.

Ling 4-499E: Special Electives: Lexical Semantics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 LingSp499E Special Electives: Lexical Semantics

Lexical semantics, concerned with word meaning, has been analysed by linguists
from several different perspectives: syntagmatic, paradigmatic, structural polysemy.
This course focuses on the second and third of these approaches. The paradigmatic
approach considers ways that words can be related to each other (synonymy, hypo-
nymy, incompatibility, etc). Attention will be given to some basic configurations,
such as hierarchy and taxonomy, which enable us to express a number of relation-
ships among words that belong to the same semantic class. As we consider lexical
semantics in terms of structured polysemy, we will analyse the meaning of a given
word as a network of interrelated senses, some central or basic, others peripheral. In
this approach, the processes of metaphor and metonymy are central in describing
the full range of meanings which a particular word can evoke.

Assessment: Final exam.
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General Literature Courses

Lit 5-125C: Introduction to Poetry

ECTS Code: G-LSUDI] Lit125C Introduction to Poetry

The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the literary genre of poetry and
to the main critical vocabulary used in its analysis. Poems from a range of back-
grounds and periods, but mostly from the modern period, will be opened out to
interpretation from the point of view of several fundamental concepts, beginning
with the question: 'how does a poem mean? Some of the aspects that combine to
produce a poem'’s effect will be analysed: imagery (simile, metaphor, symbol, etc.),
connotation/denotation, tone, rhyme and rhythm. In addition, students will be in-
structed on how to construct a valid written interpretation of a poem.

Assessment: Two essays and a final exam.

Lit 5-126C: Introduction to Drama

ECTS Code: G-LSUDI Lit126C Introduction to Drama

The aim of this course is to introduce students to the dual nature of drama as written
and performance text and to explore the pluralistic potentials of theatre practice.
Theatre is presented as a multi-system which involves a combination of visual and
performing arts and the cooperation of various human factors (from writer to director
to actor to audience) during the creative process from text to performance. Re-
ferences to theories of drama and the stage will be used to illuminate and complete
the definition of the genre. A selection of exemplary dramatic texts will provide the
necessary material for analysis and discussion in class.

Assessment: Two essays and a final exam.

Lit 5-127C: Introduction to Fiction

ECTS Code: G-LSUDI Liti27C Introduction to Fiction

This course introduces students to the literary genre of fiction and to the critical
concepts used to interpret narrative texts. Sample analyses of a range of short sto-
ries will be made in class, with emphasis on the way meaning is constructed be each
individual reader. Critical concepts such as point of view, plot versus theme, alle-
gory and symbolism, and realism versus fantasy, will be discussed within the context
of individual readings of stories.

Assessment: Two essays and a final exam.

Lit 5-228E: Introduction to the Research Paper

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? Lit228E Introduction to the Research Paper

Students will be initiated into the fundamental concepts of literary research and
scholarly writing, such as: use of the library, evaluation of secondary sources, orga-
nization of an argument and paragraph development, as well as into the technical
aspects of bibliography, note-taking, and documentation. Lecture-discussion-type
classes will be held twice a week and will be kept to a small number of students.
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Particular emphasis will be given to the practical side, and students will be expected
to submit their own research papers by the end of term. Participation in classes is
mandatory and final evaluation will be based primarily on performance in class,
completion of all assignments, and the paper itself, as there will be no final exam. As
part of the course the students will have the opportunity to learn word processing in
computer use.

Assessment: Two research papets, one (4-5 typed pages) on a set text discussed in
class and another (9-10 pages) on a topic chosen by the student (subject to the
instructor’'s approval).

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English Literature and Culture

Lit 6-230E: Special Authors

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? EnLit?30E Special Authors

This course will focus on a single author selected from a wide chronological
spectrum (e.qg. Chaucer, Shakespeare, Dickens, Byron, Beckett and others). The au-
thor will change each time but the aim of the course will remain the same, to give in-
coming students immediate and comprehensible access to texts that are considered
important to the study of English literature and culture. To this purpose, the course
will engage students in practical exercises and will make use of audiovisual material
where this is possible.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-235E: Thel8th-century Novel

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ2 EnLit?235E The 18th-century Novel

The course looks at the emergence, development, diffusion and popularity of the
novel in 18th-century Britain. It examines the formal characteristicsthat differentiate
the novel from earlier forms of prose fiction and the relation between culture and
genre, i.e. the novels’ response to changing modes of perception as these were
affected by the new philosophy and science, the rise of the middle classes and free
trade ideas, the influence of the Press and the taste of new reading publics. Focusing
on the work of major canonical writers (Defoe, Fielding, Richardson), we shall
examine how their novels relate to such changes in outlook, values and practices,
what image of 'reality’ and ‘human nature’ they construct, and how the novels reflect,
respond to or try to resolve the tension between traditional orthodoxies and new
developments.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-236E: Thei9th-century Novel

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? EnLit?36E The 19th-century Novel

Focusing on three 19th-century novels written by women with different outlooks —
Jane Austen (Emma), Emily Bronté (Wuthering Heights) and George Eliot (Middle-
march) —the course will consider them in terms of the characteristics and develop-
ment of the novel form. Among topics considered will be a) the fictional treatment of
the social problems of the period with a specific interest in the situation and
aspirations of women, b) the various kinds of realism employed by the writers under
consideration and, ¢) the response of both 19th- and 20th-century readers.
Assessment: Final exam and/or a written paper.

Lit 6-237E: The 20th-century Novel
ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ EnLit237E The 20th-century Novel
This course examines some of the major preoccupations of twentieth-century British
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fiction, from the Modernist to the Postmodernist. Authors examined include D. H.
Lawrence, Angela Carter, John Fowles and Muriel Spark. Some of the issues discussed
include: the construction of human subjectivity in terms of the variables of class, race,
gender and sexuality; media and the image; cross-cultural and cross-historical
transformations; inter-textuality and the challenge to fictional form as linear and unified.
Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-240RE: English Literature and Culture: The Medieval Period
ECTS Code: G-LSUD?2 EnLit?40F English Literature and Culture: The Medieval
Period

The purpose of the course is to acquaint students with the most important texts of
English medieval literature, and to introduce them to medieval concepts of literary
styles and genres. We will study the texts in the context of the society of the Middle
Ages, examining how the texts function for the audiences they are addressed to, and
how this social function of the texts influences their internal structure. Thus, our aim
is an interpretation of medieval texis from a historical perspective.

Assessment: Mid-term and final exam.

Lit 6-241RE: English Literature and Culture: The Renaissance

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? EnLit241E English Literature and Culture: The Renaissance
Between 1500 and 1640 important political, religious, and socio-economic changes
took place. These changes (including the Reformation, the consoclidation of monar-
chical power, the rise of the middle class, and shifts in family structure) significantly
altered English society and culture and marked the beginning of the early modern
period. This course will examine literary and historical texts of the period in relation
to the changes mentioned. Efforts will be made to include authors who until very
recently were excluded from the established literary canon that represented this
period.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-242RE: English Literature and Culture: The Restoration and the

18th century

ECTS Code: G-LSUD?Z EnLit?42F English Literature and Culture: Restoration and the
18th Century

The 'Age of Enlightenment’ will be studied in the context of the sociopolitical, economic
and cultural transformations which led to the designation of this period as the “origin’ of
our modern era. The course will focus on the changing modes of literary production
and consumption, on literary movements and their developments, on the re-articulation
of old genres and the production of new ones, as well as on literary theory in its relation
to the philosophical, scientific and political discourses of the time.

Assessment: Final exam.
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Lit 6-243RE: English Literature and Culture: Romanticism and the
Victorian Era

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ EnlLit?43F English Literature and Culture: Romanticism and
the Victorian Era

This course will survey the emergence and development of the Romantic and
Victorian literary traditions, starting with the latter part of the 18th and concluding
with the end of the 19th century. Romanticism, a reaction against the neoclassical
era, will be studied as the literary and philosophical movement which valorizes the
individual, the impulse to revolt, and radical reform. Victorian literature, in turn, will
be viewed as reflecting an era of extraordinary complexity and variety of viewpoints
resulting from the immense social changes of the time (serious questioning of, as
well as hope raised by, the new sciences and social issues accompanying the new
industrial conditions).

Assessment: Final exam and/or essay.

Lit 6-244RE: English Literature and Culture: The 20th century, 1890-
1950

ECTS Code: G-LSUD?2 EnlLit?44F English Literature and Culture: The 20th Century,
1890-1950

This course surveys British literature from the end of the 19th century to the years
before the Second World War. Texts examined include drama, poetry, short stories,
novellas and excerpts from novels, as well as theoretical essays on the function,
production and reception of literature. In an attempt to define Modernism, reference
will be made to previous literary movements (Neoclassicism, Romanticism, Realism)
within their relevant aesthetic and historical contexts. Selected works by writers
such as Wilde, Shaw, Hardy, Conrad, Forster, Woolf, Mansfield, World War I poets,
W. B. Yeats and T. S. Eliot form the corpus of this course, the purpose of which is to
familiarize students with the literary and cultural identity of this period.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-245RE: English Literature and Culture: The 20th century, 1950-
2000

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ EnLit?45E English Literature and Culture: The 20th Century,
1950-2000

This course surveys English literature and culture of the second half of the twentieth
century. Its aim is to acquaint students with the issues and debates which have
informed literary and cultural production in Britain in the last fifty or so years by
examining closely related literary, theoretical and visual texts of this period. Em-
phasis will be placed on texts exploring the areas of postmodernism, Black British
writing, gender and popular culture.

Assessment: Final exam and an optional essay.
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Lit 6-312E: The 16th- and Early-17th-century Lyric

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnLit312E The 16th and Early 17th-century Lyric

The course involves the close reading of a variety of poems written in the first
person. The purpose of the reading is to relate the styles, themes, and conventions
of these poems to the political and socio-cultural situation of the 16th and early-17th
centuries. Topics that are covered include: the love relationship in the sonnet and
the politics of denial, male conventions in women's poetry, the culture of the
pastoral, and the appropriation of eros in the religious lyric.

Assessment: Final exam and a critical essay.

Lit 6-335E: Literature of the Fantastic

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnLit335E Literature of the Fantastic

This course explores 18th- and 19th-century Gothic novels, Horace Walpole's Castle
of Otranto, Mary Shelley’s Frankenstein and Bram Stoker’s Dracula, within a broader
context of questions relating to the appeal of horror throughout human history. Use is
made of psychoanalytic, anthropological and political theories, and attention is given
to the way the fantastic mode challenged realistic conventions of 19th-century
fiction, as well as to the specific socio-historical conditions which produced each of
the novels.

Assessment: Final exam and an optional essay of around 3,500 words.

Lit 6-336E: Realism and the English Novel

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnLit336E Realism and the English Novel

The aim of this course is to pursue in depth theories of Realism as they are arti-
culated from the 18th century to the present and trace the dialogue’ into which no-
vels enter, or are made to enter with the language of theory. The reading will
comprise both novels and theoretical works. Particular emphasis will be given to the
study of the narrative conventions of Realism.

Assessment: Final exam and if numbers permit an oral presentation and a research

papet.

Lit 6-354E: 18th-century Satire

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnLit354E 18th-century Satire

The course begins with a theoretical introduction to satire: its nature, aims and me-
thods, materials and subjects, modes and tones. Next, focusing mainly on the works
of the Tory satirists (J. Gay, ]. Swift, A. Pope), it examines English satire during a par-
ticularly turbulent period in British history, when political and economic practices
and religious and socio-cultural developments conflicted with the moral values of
the classical humanist tradition which these authors upheld.

Assessment: Final exam.
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Lit 6-356E: Narratives of Labour

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnlLit356E Narratives of Labour

The course will focus on the Industrial Novel and trace its relation to the socio-
political discourse known as 'The Condition of England Debate’ during the Victorian
period. An attempt will be made, through an analysis of fictional structure, to locate
the ideological positions which these texts occupy with respect to the class struggle
and the representations of the labouring subject.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-363E: Spenser and Milton

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnLit363E Spenser and Milton

The course is designed to introduce the student to two of the least read authors of
the English literary tradition and to two of their most difficult works, Spenser's Faerie
Queene and Milton's Paradise Lost. These two long narrative poems, one allego-
rical, the other religious in nature, present special difficulties for the modern reader
since their concerns and themes, not to mention the literary conventions they draw
on, are felt to be quite distant and foreign to us today. The course will attempt to
overcome this distance, and through a study of the background of the two poets to
allow the student to understand the works in their historical context. We will read
fairly extensive selections from the two long poems, and complement these with
some of the shorter works of Spenser and Milton.

Assessment: Final exam and a critical essay.

Lit 6-365E: The Literature of Sensibility and Sentiment

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnlLit365E The Literature of Sensibility and Sentiment

The course looks at the body of literature in the eighteenth century which promoted
emotionalism rather than rationalism, and posited that feelings are more reliable
guides to morality than judgement, principles and theories. It viewed human nature
as essentially benevolent — virtuous, sensitive, compassionate, capable of strong
emotions as well as of delicacy and tender passions. The literature of sensibility
belongs within a wider context of eighteenth-century culture, namely the culture (if
not the culf) of sensibility. It can be seen as proceeding from this socio-cultural
attitude, but also as promoting and reinforcing it. We shall examine some features of
this literature and culture in contemporary poems, plays and novels, as they relate it
to the history of ideas, medical theories, and the economic and social transfor-
mations that were taking place at the time —that is, to the contexts within which this
view of human psychology developed.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-368E: Modern British Poetry: Dylan Thomas and After
ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnlLit368E Modern English Poetry: Dylan Thomas and After
This course introduces a wide range of poetic trends in modern British poetry in the
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light of recent theoretical developments. Following a brief introduction to the politically
committed poetry of the 30s and its defeatist end, the course will focus on: a re-reading
of surrealism in the 40s, mainly represented by Dylan Thomas's work; the ‘Movement'
of the 50s as a poetry of the ‘anti-poetic’; pop(ular) poetry and the 60s; the poetry of the
individual rather than of the general poetic trend from the 70s onwards.

Assessment: Final exam and/or essay.

Lit 6-371E: Medieval Courtly Literature

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnLit371E Medieval Courtly Literature

The purpose of the course is to examine in some detail what we mean by courtly
literature in medieval England, through a fairly wide selection of readings covering
several varieties of courtly poetry. We will begin with the continental models for
courtly literature (some of which, though written in French, were produced for the
court of the English king) and then continue with material in English: metrical
romance, Breton lay lyrics, prose romances, dream vision, and allegory. We will look
briefly at ‘anti-courtly’ ironic texts as well. Through discussion, we will attempt to
establish some criteria for the concept ‘courtly’ in literature: stylistic, generic, the-
matic, and socio-historical. Finally, we will attempt an evaluation of the significance
of this multi-faceted phenomenon for the development of English literature.
Assessment: Final exam and a critical essay.

Lit 6-373E: Politics, Literature and the English Civil War

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnlLit373E Politics, Literature and the English Civil War

This course examines the struggle for power between the Royalists and the Puritans as
this appears in the literature of the mid-seventeenth century. Particular emphasis will be
given to the Civil War years and the turmoil that they caused in English society. Literary
works will be studied alongside a variety of other, non-literary documents which shed
light upon the socio-political and cultural background of the period.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-375E: Romanticism: Poetic Texfs

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnlLit3/5E Romanticism: Poetic Texts

Romantic poetry will be treated as a product of a ‘new’ awareness in three areas of
experience —socio-political, epistemological, and aesthetic. The poets that have been
selected for close study are Blake, Wordsworth, Coleridge, Byron, Shelley, and Keats.
The specific criterion for the choice of texts has been the presence or co-habitation of
‘vision' and ‘skepticism’. The central Romantic concern with the ‘transformation of
consciousness’ as a result of the interaction between mind and nature, and the need for
new mythical and symbolic constructs to sustain and interpret this transformation, will
provide a constant point of reference in the reading of the various texts.

Assessment: Final exam or a research paper of about 9,000 words (25-30 typed

pages).
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Lit 6-380E: Language, Society and Literature

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnlLit380F L anguage, Society and Literature

In this course literary texts will be analyzed and discussed as specimens of social
discourse. Such an approach to the literary text will stress the interpersonal and
institutional dimension of literature concenirating on those parts of textual structure
which reflect and influence relations with society. The overall intention of the course
will be to read fiction committed to certain assumptions about language, society,
literature, and individuality. There will be a selection of very short texts from Dic-
kens, Thackeray, George Eliot and Charlotte Bronté for study. More detailed ana-
lysis will be made of works by some of the following: Jane Austen, George Bernard
Shaw, John Fowles and Ruth Rendell.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-389E: Posicolonial Revisions

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 EnLit389F Postcolonial Revisions

This is a third-year course which discusses the ways in which recent postcolonial
writers have re-written key texts of the English literary canon. The aim is to explore
the unspoken assumptions concerning racial and cultural difference which inform
and shape the production and the critical reception of selected 181- and 19M-century
novels in Britain. Emphasis is placed on the postcolonial re-readings which unmask
the (textual and ideological) processes whereby racist, and xenophobic discourses
become naturalised and invisible in the eyes of readers. The novels to be studied in
class are Daniel Defoe's Robinson Crusoe, |. M. Coetzee's Foe, Charlotte Bronté's

Jayne Eyre and Jean Rhys's Wide Sargasso Sea.
Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-413E: 1/th-century Metaphysical Poeltry

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 EnLit413E |/th-century Metaphysical Poetry

A study of a 17th-century group of writers referred to as the ‘'metaphysical poets’ will,
in essence, be a study of ‘metaphysics’ as a response to the complexity and contro-
versy of this era. Secular and religious discourse, and its production through the use
of shocking techniques, will be seen from the point of view of their social dimension.
Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-436E: Modernism and the English Novel

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 Enl it436F Modernism and the English Novel

The aim of this course is to acquaint the student with the historical and ideological
significance of the theoretical concept of Modernism as it was articulated in our
century. Through an analysis of novels we shall examine the narrative and ideologi-
cal function of Modernist conventions as well as the strategies developed both at the
theoretical and narrative levels for the undermining of Realism.

Assessment: Final exam and/or a written paper.
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Lit 6-439E: Contemporary British Fictional Aesthetics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 EnlLit439E Contemporary British Fictional Aesthetics

The focus of this course will be on post-war English fiction in the context of current
theories of fictional aesthetics. Issues to be covered include the relationship between
authorial narrator and character, focalization, narrative teleology, configuration of plot,
and analeptic functions of time. Authors to be studied in this course will include John
Fowles, Muriel Spark, Iris Murdoch, Jean Rhys and Kazuo Ishiguro.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 6-455E: Politics and Poetics in Victorian Women Poets

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 Enl it455E Politics and Poetics in Victorian Women Poets
With the death of Byron, the last of the romantics, and the rise of a middle-class
female readership, there followed a feminization of literature at all levels. With wo-
men poets entering dynamically into the public arena, the idea of the poet under-
went a crucial change, bringing a shift of interest from metaphysical or aesthetic
issues to domestic and social ones. Torn between the domestic and the public
spheres, Victorian women poets present in their poetry a split in the very nature of
the female self, exploring the dangers for the woman who goes ‘public’ —either
textually (the poetess) or sexually (the fallen woman/prostitute), and developing a
strong sense of ‘sisterhood’ in order to face a patriarchal society. Reading the work
of the Victorian women poets through Adrienne Rich’s declaration that ‘the personal
is political’, we can trace their negotiations with conventions and constraints, that
managed to turn woman from object (of desire) to subject (of discourse).
Assessment; Final exam or a research paper of about 9,000 words (25-30 typed
pages).

Lif 6-458E: Virginia Woolf and the Bloomsbury Group

ECTS Code: G-L5UD4 EnLit458E Woolf and the Bloomsbury Group

A prominent member of the Bloomsbury Group at the beginning of the 20th century,
Virginia Woolf found there a context for exploring new philosophical, aesthetic and
sexual codes. While Roger Fry was renouncing photographic representation in art,
Woolf was reacting against the materialism of Edwardian writers, the artificial story
line, the well-structured plot, and recorded external events in her novels only so that
they would release inner processes. Practising fusion of narrative voices and time,
and multipersonal representation of consciousness, Woolf's aim is to get to the
mind's experience. Focusing on some of her novels, short stories, and essays, our
aim will be to explore Woolf as a modernist, and also as a woman writer who strug-
gled to break away from Victorian notions of gender identity and attempted to tell the
truth about the female body, as well as to discover her own voice as a woman writer.
Assessment: Final exam and (if numbers permit) an oral presentation and a research

papetr.
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Lit 6-462E: Modernism: Yeats and Eliot

ECTS Code: G-L5UD4 Enl itd62E Modernism: Yeats and Eliot

The main objective of the course will be a close reading and interpretation of the
poetical and critical work of the two major ‘English’ modernist poets, W.B. Yeats and
T.S. Eliot. The materials used will reflect the focus of the course as comprising both
a linguistic and a historical approach, attempting to familiarize students with the
major aspects and characteristic features of the modernist movement (such as Sym-
bolism, Imagism, etc.) as they appear in the lyric poetry of the period, as well as the
theoretical manifestos that introduced and supported the movement in Europe,
England and Ireland.

Assessment: Final exam or a research paper of about 9,000 words (25-30 typed

pages).

Lit 6-468E: Women Writers of the Renaissance

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 EnLit468E Women Writers of the Renaissance

Although the Renaissance has been known as a time of exclusively male literary
activity, it is now established that a number of women also wrote and published in
this period. This course will study the writings of several women and will relate them
to the great restrictions under which they were produced. It will explore the ways in
which women authors responded to these restrictions, the writing strategies they
used, and the themes they dealt with. Drawing on contemporary theoretical and
historical sources, the course will focus on the interconnection between culture,
gender, and writing. Students will be required to read secondary materials in ad-
dition to the primary texts.

Assessment: Final exam,

Lit 6-469E: Postmodernism in Women's Fiction

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 Enl it469E Postmodernism in Women's Fiction

This course studies short stories and novels by British and Canadian women writers
in the last 20-30 years. Analysis is made of changing constructions of femininity
within on-going debates about its genetic, psychoanalytic and cultural determinants.
At the same time, analysis is made of postmodernity as a cultural phenomenon which
has established new theories of authorship, readership and textuality.

Assessment: Final exam and an optional essay of around 3,500 words.

Lit 6-471E: Chaucer

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 EnLit471E Chaucer

The course is planned as an in-depth study of the work of Geoffrey Chaucer in the
context of the social environment in which he worked and the medieval literary
genres he drew upon. Readings will include some of Chaucer’s early dream vision
poems (The Book of the Duchess, The Parliament of Fowls), Troilus and Criseide,
some lyrics and a generous selection of Canterbury Tales.
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Assessment: Final exam and (humbers permitting) a brief research essay based on
bibliography on Reserve in the library.

Lit 6-472E: Shakespeare

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 EnlLit472F Shakespeare

This course will examine selected plays by England’s national playwright within a
cultural materialist context. Texts and their structures will be analyzed not as static
entities but in relation to contemporary ideologies, which themselves were changing
and struggling for dominance. Steering away from the assumption that there is an
‘authentic’ or ‘true’ reading of Shakespeare towards which everyone should strive,
the course will attempt to see the plays as sites of cultural production where certain
ways of thinking about the world and human relationships are endorsed, impeded, or
simply set in conflict. Students will be required to read both the primary texts and
secondary critical sources.

Assessment: Final exam

Lit 6-477E: James Joyce’s Ulysses

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 EnLitd77E James Joyce's Ulysses

By shifting the reader’s attention to the practices of writing and the materiality of
language, James Joyce, in Ulysses, radically challenged the ideology of the subject,
of representation and of established notions concerning reading and meaning. Ulys-
ses will be read in the context of the modernist intervention in the institution of
literature and the literary system. Critical studies on Ulysses, which follow traditional
approaches as well as more recent, alternative readings, will also be studied.
Assessment: Final exam.
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American Literature and Culture

Lit 7-218E: 20th-century American Poetry

ECTS Code: G-LSUD2 AmLit2 18E 20th-century American Poetry

This course is an introduction to the most important American poets of the twentieth
century, such as Robert Frost, T.S.Eliot, Ezra Pound, Wallace Stevens, William Carlos
Williams, H.D., Marianne Moore, Theodore Roethke, Elizabeth Bishop, Sylvia Plath,
and Adrienne Rich. While we will explore the prominent themes, trends, and formal
techniques these poets’ work reflects, we will also examine the socio-cultural and hi-
storical contexts in which the poems were written as well as the literary movements
associated with them.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 7-244RE: American Literature and Culture: 1620-1750 (The
Puritans)

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ2 AmLit244F American Literature and Culture: 1620-1750 (The
FPuritans)

The aim of the course is to study the historical development of Puritanism in New
England in the 17th and early 18th century. Students will be expected to focus on
representative writers and works which reflect the religious, cultural and intellectual
contribution of the Puritan heritage to the formation of the American literary tradition
and the American conscience in general.

Assessment: Final exam/Project: A critical Research Paper 8 pages typed, double
spaced and Works Cited, MLA Style. Only for a limited no. of students unable to take
the final exam due to very serious personal / health problems. No more than 5.

Lit 7-245RE: American Literature and Culture: 1750-1830 (The Age of
Reason and Revolution)

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ2 AmLit?45E American Literature and Culture:1750-1830 (The
Age of Reason and Revolution)

The course will pursue the spirit of the Enlightenment and of the Revolution in
American literature of this period. Focus will be on representative texts which reflect
the cultural diversity and conflicts as well as the socio-political changes of the
period. Students are strongly recommended to have some prior knowledge of 17th-
century American literature.

Assessment: Final exam/Project: A critical Research Paper 8 pages typed, double
spaced and Works Cited, MLA Style. Limited no. of students unable to take the final
due to very serious personal / health problems. No more than 5.

Lit 7-246RE: American Literature and Culfure: 19th-century Romanticism
ECTS Code: G-LSUD2 AmLit?46E American’ Literature and Culture:19th-century

Romanticism
The course deals with the socio-political, philosophical, aesthetic, and other aspects

of American Romanticism, placed within the context of European and American
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intellectual-cultural history. Selected fiction, poems, essays, autobiographical narra-
tives and other texts written by Emerson, Thoreau, Fuller, Whitman, Dickinson, Poe,
Melville, Hawthorne and Douglass are studied in depth.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 7-247RE: American Literature and Culture: 19th-century Realism
and Naturalism

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? AmLit?47E American Literature and Culture: 19th-century
Realism and Naturalism

The aim of the course is to introduce students to the socie-plitical, economic and
cultural transformations that led to the emergence and the development of the
movements of Realism and Naturalism in 19th-century American literature. The course
will focus on the works of major American writers like Mark Twain, Stephen Crane,
William Dean Howells, Bret Hart, Charlotte Perkins Gilman, Theodore Dreiser, Jack
London, and others, in an attempt to explore the basic characteristics of the
movements and examine the social concerns and political issues these writers
articulate in their works.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 7-250E: Cultural and Social History of the U.S.

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ AmLit?50E Culfural and Social History of the U.S.

This course will explore various topics and themes which form part of American
historical development from the fifteenth century up through the later part of the
twentieth century. The mixing of dissimilar cultures, the creation of distinct ideolo-
gies, the struggles for freedom and justice and the exercise of American power and
influence beyond its national borders represent some of the themes which will
receive attention throughout the course.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 7-310E: Cross-Linguistics in American Poelry

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 AmLit310E Cross-Linguistics in American Poetry

In this course we will read a selection of poetry by African American, Chicano/a,
Native American, Asian American, and Greek American writers. We will explore the
way in which these writers articulate their diverse cultural experiences while they
negotiate issues of identity and belonging, language and naming, alienation and
marginality, "home’ and ‘exile’ within or in relation to the American sociopolitical and
cultural reality. The critical discussion of these writers’ voices and the exient of their
multiple visions will thus illuminate their specific personal and collective histories,
memories, traditions, and aspirations, while it will investigate the manifold rela-
tionship between their racial’, ethnic, gender, or other social positions and cultural
identifications with so-called mainstream America.

Assessment: Final exam.
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Lit 7-336E: 19th-century American Fiction

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 AmLit336E 19th Century American Fiction

The course will examine the socio-economic and political context that influenced
the American literary imagination during the 19 century by focusing on the works of
major American novelists like Cooper, Melville, Hawthotne, James, Chopin, Stowe,
and others, as well as the various literary works by Native American and African
American writers. It is the aim of the course to explore the multicultural complexities
of the concept of ‘American identity’ through a thorough study of the political issues

of race and gender in 19th-century American society.
Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 7-337E: American Gothic Texts

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 AmLit337E American Gothic Texts

The aim of the course is to help students understand the meaning of “Gothicism” as
a literary genre in the 19th century. The course will focus on major American writers
of the fantastic who have initiated the American Gothic mode and its distinct chara-
cteristics in the US. The work of major writers of the 19th century such as that of
Edgar Alan Poe, Nathaniel Hawthorne, Washinglon Irving, will be studied in
comparison to that of modern writers such as St. King and Anne Rice

Assessment: Final exam/Project: A critical Research Paper 8 pages typed, double
sp. and Works Cited, MLA Style. Only for a limited no. of students unable to take the
final exam due to very serious personal / health problems. No more than 5.

Lit 7-340E: Introduction to the Literature of the American South
ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 AmLit340E Introduction to the Literature of the American
South

The course is designed to give students an overview of the literature of the American
South from colonial times up to the Southern Renaissance. It will trace the develop-
ment of different social, political, and philosophical issues as they are reflected in
ante-bellum fiction, the oral tradition, the different varieties of local color, and the
myths of the Old and the New South. It is strongly recommended that students who
want to register for Lit 7-476E take this course beforehand in order to be better
prepared for that course.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 7/-347E: Modern American Prose

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 AmLit347F Modern American Prose

This course concentrates on major figures of twentieth-century American literature
and culture such as W.E.B. duBois, Gertrude Stein, Henry Adams, Edith Wharton, F.
Scott Fitzgerald, Richard Wright, Anzia Yezierska, Ernest Hemingway, William Faulk-
ner and Willa Cather, among others. Their work is discussed primarily as represen-
tative of the aesthetics informing the dual tradition of American literary modernism,
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that is, either as converntional or avant garde. Furthermore, it is analyzed as shaped
by forces of modernization which involve the reconsideration of such major issues as
race, ethnicity and gender politics.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 7-348E: Contemporary American Fiction

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 AmLit348E Contemporary American Fiction

The main obijective of this course is to acquaint the student with the basic narrative
strategies, techniques and styles that characterize the work of major American
fiction writers since the Second World War. The literary phenomena to be examined
will include: narrative strategies and styles peculiar to the era, thematic preoccupa-
tions, a tendency to self-reflexivity and metafiction, and modernist and post-moder-
nist characteristics.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit7-365E American Culture and Melodrama in the Nineteenth
Century

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 AmLit365E American Culture and Melodrama in the Nine-
teenth Century

The aim of this course is to introduce students to the popular culture of nineteenth-
century American society through an extensive study of selected melodramatic works
ranging from drama to fiction. The course will explore the multiple transformations as
well as the sociocultural context of melodrama at various moments in the nineteenth
century. Melodrama, as the most widely-accepted form of popular entertainment, will
be studied alongside a thorough investigation of the cultural, political, and social dis-
courses from which it sprang and to which it contributed.

Assessment: Final exam and (numbers permitting) oral exam and term paper.

Lit 7-369E: African-American Women Novelists

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 AmLit369E African-American Women Novelists

The course aims at introducing students to the novels of major black women writers
who have had a great impact on African-American literature. It examines their poli-
tical awareness of the black female author, their concern with class, race, and gen-
der, as manifested in their depiction of the black experience. It also focuses on the
writers’ conscious attempt to correct the literary image of the black woman and to
extend the black aesthetic thematically and stylistically.

Assessment: Final exam and/or research project(s).

Lit 7-451E: Minority Discourse in American Literature

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 AmLit451E Minority Discourse in American Literature

This course will trace the catalytic effect that the rise of ethnic and minority lite-
ratures had both on the development of American literature and on the narratological
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concerns of contemporary criticism. The course will involve discussion of critical
and theoretical essays but also analysis of texts by Mexican, Black and Native Ame-
rican writers.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit /-474E; Ethnicity and Literature: The Greek-American Paradigm
ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 AmLitd74E Ethnicity and Literature: The Greek-American
Paradigm

This course familiarizes students with the concepts of ethnicity and diaspora.
Essays by Frederic Barth, Yuri Bromley, Khatchig Télélyan, Floya Anthias,
Dominique Schnapper provide the sociological and anthropological context for the
discussion to follow. We also read excerpts from the work of historians/
sociologists Charles Moskos and Alice Scourby on Greek American identity
politics. Required primary reading includes the work of Konstantinos Kazantzes,
Demetra Vaka Brown, Theano Papazoglou Margaris, H. M. Petrakis, Helen
Papanikolas, Olga Broumas, Irini Spanidou, Nicholas Flokos, Nicholas Samaras
and others. We also screen films by directtors and script writers Elia Kazan
(America-America, The Arrangement), A. 1. Bezzerides (Thieves Highway, Beneath
the Twelve Mile Reef), H. M. Petrakis (A Dream of Kings), Vlas Parlapanides
(Everything for a Reason). Issues discussed involve ethnicity and gender, cultural
‘transliterations’, identity politics, constructions and deconstructions of ‘home'.
Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 7-47/6E: Literature of the American South (1920 -present)

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 AmLit476E Literature of the American South (1920-present)
The course will focus on the work of three important women writers, Eudora Welty,
Flannery O'Connor, and Carson McCullers. The major topics that will be discussed
include physical and psychological violence, the grotesque, and the significance of
myth as they appear in these writers' fiction. Effort will be made to place the work of
the three authors within the context of Southern fiction. It is strongly advised that
students who take this course attend Lit 7-340FE first, in order to acquire a general
background and a better understanding of Southern literature.

Assessment: Final examination and optional research paper.

Lit 7-477E: Science Fiction

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 AmLitd77F Science Fiction

The course examines a popular and rapidly growing genre of 20th-century American
literature. It presents a brief history of the genre’s beginnings, of its development,
and of its maturation into a significant literary discourse. It introduces students to a
variety of short stories from the Golden Age, The New Wave and Feminist science
fiction. The class also explores themes such as the impact of science and technolo-
gy on society, the human being’s relationship with the machine, the role of the scien-
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tist, the concepts of time travel and space travel, the dangers of nuclear war, eco-
logical disasters, the creation of alternative fictional worlds and socio-political
systems, the conceptualization of new gender relationships and the impact of the
new human reproductive technologies.

Assessment: Final exam and/or research project(s).

Tpwaoeg.
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Theatre and Film Studies

Lit 8-228E: Masters of American Drama

ECTS Code: G-LSUD? TheaFil?28E Masters of American Drama

The course will concentrate on the following writers and texts: Thornton Wilder, The
Skin of Qur Teeth; E. O'Neil, A Long Day’s Journey Into Night; Tennessee Williams, A
Streetcar Named Desire; Arthur Miller, Death of a Salesman; Edward Albee, Who's
Afraid of Virginia Woolf?; Elmer Rice, Three Plays; Lillian Hellman, Children’s Hour,
Clifford Odets, Waiting For Lefty. The aim will be to help students acquire a more
rounded appreciation of the achievements of 20th-century American drama, with
particular emphasis on the rhetoric and ideoclogy of the ‘American Dream’ and its
various manifestations.

Assessment: Final exam and (if numbers permit) an oral exam and term papers.

Lit 8-320E: History of the Theatre

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil320E History of the Theatre

The aim of this course is to give a historical and critical survey of the development of
Western theatre from antiquity to the modernist period. The course will be based on the
reading of representative dramatic texts from different periods as much as on
theoretical and critical essays on stage history, including the emergence of new trends
in acting, directing, stagecraft, theatre architecture and costume, and set design. An
effort will be made, if time permits, to devote a couple of sessions to a brief introduction
to other non-western theatrical traditions and performative practices which have at
points inspired, influenced and invigorated the language of western theatre.
Assessment: Final exam or two critical essays (2,500-3,000 words each).

Lit 8-321E: Early English Drama

ECTS Code: G-LS5UD3 TheaFil321E Early English Drama

The purpose of the course is to give students a background in the pre-Renaissance
dramatic traditions of English literature. It will therefore attempt to cover the Mystery
Cycles, the Moralities, and the new dramatic genres introduced in the early Renais-
sance. Emphasis will be placed on the historical development of the drama, on ele-
ments of continuity as well as on the significant changes of the 16th century; an at-
tempt will be made to interpret this process as indicative of the continuity and
change in English society during the 15th and 16th centuries.

Assessment: Final exam and a critical essay

Lit 8-322E: Elizabethan and Jacobean Drama

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil322E Elizabethan and Jacobean Drama

The period between the building of the first theatre in England in 1576 and the
closing of the theatres in 1642 was a time of great activity in drama. But this is also
the time of what is now recognized as a crisis in ideas regarding the individual's
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relation to the socio-political system. This course will examine a variety of dramatic
texts produced in this period in order to determine their attitude and possible con-
tribution to this crisis. It explores questions such as the disjunction between the Re-
naissance idea of man as a being of infinite potential in a divinely-governed world
and an ideological structure which prescribed individual limits, and the represen-
tation of subordinate groups like women and the unemployed. In addition, it will re-
fer to such technical aspects as theatre structure, audience, acting and stage con-
ventions.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 8-324E: The Comedy of Manners

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil324E The Comedy of Manners

The course will look at the special features of the Comedy of Manners as it emerged
during the Restoration period in contrast with other prior forms of the comic genre
and in relation to the sociocultural setting of the age. New trends in the acting pro-
fession, the emergence of a strong theatre industry and the character of the audien-
ce will be considered as important parameters for the formation of new theatrical
conventions and the production of specific types of texts. A list of representative
plays ranging ifrom the late-17th century to the present will offer the textual back-
ground for the discussion of the thematic and aesthetic displacements of this
theatrical sub-genre throughout the ages.

Assessment: Final exam or two critical essays (2,500 - 3,000 words each).

Lit 8-327E: Irish Dramatists

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil327E Irish Dramatists

This course examines the work of Irish dramatists such as W.B. Yeats, ].M. Synge,
Sean O'Casey, Oscar Wilde and G.B. Shaw. It concentrates on the ways in which
their work converges or more significantly, diverges. The point of divergence
concerns the extent to which the above dramatists were prepared to work within the
19th-century European dramatic tradition, the English cultural context and its
ideological institutions (Shaw, Wilde), or reject them in an effort to establish an
alternative Irish drama (Yeats, Synge, O'Casey). On the one hand, it focuses on the
specificity of Irish drama as determined by the emerging notion of a national culture
in opposition to British ideological imperialism. On the other, it analyzes the
dramatic tactics employed by Wilde and Shaw —obligue but nonetheless subversive,
to express their dissatisfaction with the English cultural milieu.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 8-328E: African-American Theater

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil328E African-American Theater

The goal of this course is to introduce students to the various ideological, aesthetic and
philosophical frends of 20th-century African-American drama. On the reading list are
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included, among other 'entries’, the names of authors like L. Hughes, L. Jones, Nt.
Shange, E. Bullins, L. Hansberry, A. Kenned, Ch. Fuller, A. Wilson, W. Brown, etc.
Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 8-329E: Contemporary Drama/Theater

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil329E Contemporary Drama/Theater

The class will study six or seven plays, with introductory lectures and follow-up
discussions. The course will cover the period from 1960 to the present. The principal
authors to be studied are Arthur Kopit, Henry Hwang, Lanford Wilson, Sam Shepard,
David Mamet, Marsha Norman, and Maria Irene Fornos. The main objective of this
course is to help undergraduate students get acquainied with a variety of 'styles’
developed and practised by male and female dramatists of the last three decades.
Emphasis will also be placed on the development of interpretive and critical skills in
evaluating contemporary drama.

Assessment: Final exam and (if numbers permit) an oral exam and term papers.

Lit 8-358E: Introduction fo Film

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil358F Introduction to Film

The course focuses mainly on the basic elements that constitute the ‘language’ and
art of cinema. Through extensive viewing of various feature-length fiction films, the
course aims to introduce the student to the major cinematic elements, principles and
techniques that explain how movies work and how they affect us. The scope of the
course is limited to the communicative narrative and aesthetic properties of film (and
only the feature film at that); references to the technological and socio-historical
development of film, to its relationship with other art forms, and to film criticism will
also be made, time permitting.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 8-359E: Contemporary Cinema, Gender and Sexuality

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil359E Contemporary Cinema, Gender and Sexuality
This course aims to introduce the basic tenets and problematics of feminist film
theory. It covers both sociological and psychoanalytic approaches to contemporary
cinema, representations of femininity and masculinity, the specificity of cinematic
signification, psychoanalytic notions of cinematic discourse (such as the economy of
the gaze, voyeurism, fetishism, fantasy, identification), the ethics of the gaze, the
screening of the male and female body, the intersection of race, class and sexuality
with sexual difference, and gender as performance. The course consists of a
screening once a week followed by a discussion of the set film and relevant critical
articles. Both Hollywood and independent films are included in the course.
Assessment: Final exam and optional research paper.
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Lit 8-376E: The First World War and Representation

ECTS Code: G-L5UD3 TheaFil376E The First World War and Representation

This course traces various representations of the First World War, locating the dif-
ferent responses to the war in their social-political context. At the beginning of the
course, the attempts of the famous war poets to forge a language to express the
horrors of trench warfare are explored, and then compared to the poetry of women
of the same period in order to broaden the definition of war poetry. Several short
stories and Pat Barker's novel Regeneration will also be analysed. As regards visual
culture, propaganda posters of the period along with the film All Quiet on the
Western Front will be discussed.

Assessment: Final exam and optional research paper.

Lit 8-378E: Beckett and After: A Phenomenological Approach

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 TheaFil378E Beckett and After: A Phenomenological
Approach

The main aim of this course is to examine the so-called ‘absurdist’ tradition in con-
temporary anglophone theatre and its evolution into postmodern theatre. Starting
from a general survey of the philosophical and aesthetic aspects of the ‘absurd’ it will
proceed to question the efficacy of the term by introducing phenomenological no-
tions of Artaudian theatre on the physicality of the stage and the concept of perfor-
mance as lived experience, highlighting the actor-audience interaction. Excerpts
from/on the writings of other contemporary theorists and practitioners of the stage
(Meverhold, Brecht, P. Brook, ]. Grotowski, H. Barker) will supplement the analysis
of theatrical texts by S. Beckett, H. Pinter, T. Stoppard, C. Churchill, H. Barker, A.
Kennedy, M. Norman, P. Marber, M. Crimp etc.

Assessment: Final exam or two critical essays (2,500-3,000 words each).

Lit 8-398E: Popular Culture: The Audio/visual Experience

ECTS Code: G-L SUD3 TheaFil398E Popular Culture: The Audio/visual Experience
This course studies British and American popular culture, exploring the ways in
which each of us both is a user of and is used by popular culture. Popular culture is
all around us, influencing how we think, how we feel, and how we live our lives in
countless ways. We will look primarily at television (e.g. soap operas, situation
comedies, reality shows, cartoons, MTV clips, etc.), film, commercials, and popular
music. In the process, analysis will be made of how such critical factors as gender,
class, age, race, ethnicity, region, and sexuality are shaped by and reshaped in
popular culture.

Assessmen: Final exam or one critical essay.

Lit 8-425E: Origins and Conventions of Comedy
ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 TheaFil425E Origins and Conventions of Comedy
This course will trace the development of European comedy from its inception in the
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5th century B.C. and will examine the changes in comic conventions through the
ages according to the relationships of the genre with high and low culture, the
audiences it addressed and the changing roles it played in society. Dramatic and
cultural theories will assist the analysis of the theatrical texts.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 8-427E: Reviving Ancient Greek Drama: Interpretations and
Misinterpretations

ECTS Code: G-L5UD4 TheaFil427E Reviving Ancient Greek Drama: Interpretations
and Misinterpretations

A major issue in theatre theory and practice has been the re-interpretation of the
classics and the problem of authorship. The primary aim of this course is to
encourage students to investigate fundamental questions related to the possible
interactions between a classical text and its modern revival(s)/appropriation(s)
across time. While reviewing the past and present scope of revival performances,
we will explore the way this intercultural traffic affects every aspect of theatre.
Assessment: Final exam and (if numbers permit) an oral exam and term papers.

Lit 8-428E: Experimental Theater: Avant-Garde and Post-modernist
Innovations

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 TheaFil4?8E Experimental Theater: Avant-Garde and
Postmodernist Innovations

The course aims to a) familiarize students with the cultural, ideological and aesthetic
forces that shaped the experimental theater of our times and b) focus upon the most
important difference(s) between the traditional avant-garde and postmodernism.
Students are expected to read a number of plays that cover the period between 1890
through 1990. Each play is designed to give students an overview of the different
aspects of theatrical innovation in the 20th century. The course begins with Alfred
Jarry's Ubu Roi, quickly travels through the intricate paths of surrealism, dadaism,
futurism, expressionism, Genet and Beckett, to end with the study of contemporary
postmodernist works by artists like Peter Brook, Jerzy Grotowski, Allan Kaprow,
Claes Oldenburg, Luis Valdez, Heiner Miiller, Megan Terry, and Sam Shepard,
among others.

Assessment: Final exam and (if numbers permit) an oral exam and term papers.

Lit 8-429E: Stage Representations of Gender and Sexuality

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 TheaFil429E Stage Representations of Gender and Sexuality
During the 1970s feminist theatre research, in conjunction with the feminist movement
and the parallel development of feminist theory, introduced to the theatrical field the
perspective of gender difference and sexual desire, thus complicating the
problematics of representation and the identity of the gaze in the construction and
reception of the spectacle. This quest led to specific aesthetic forms and strategies of
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representation, which are now widely used by diverse marginalized social groups for
the deconstruction of gender stereotypes of the dominant culture. Their common
target is to promote alternatives of multivalent representation that take into account
such parameters as gender, race, ethnicity and sexual preference. The course will be
taught through an analysis of representative theatrical scripts and a parallel discussion
of relevant theoretical texts.

Assessment: Final exam or two critical essays of 2,500 words each.

Lit 8-478E: Theatre and Ideology

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 TheaFil4/8E Theatre and Ideology

The course examines the tension between theatre and propaganda as it is mani-
fested especially in British Socialist Theatre of the '60s and '70s (Bond, Brenton,
Hare, Edgar, Barker, Griffiths, McGrath, Churchill). The point of departure is the ap-
propriation of the Brechtian canon by contemporary British socialist dramatists. A
distinction is also made between an epic dialectical approach and the direct, often
crude and simplistic, methods of agitprop theatre. The central issue discussed is
whether ideological or aesthetic principles should be the measure of success of a
political theatrical text. The argument will culminate in the current debate on the
efficacy of extreme stage crudity and violence as applied by the theatre of the ‘new
brutalism’ (or ‘in-yer-face’ theatre) introduced by the new generation of British
playwrights (Kane, Ravenhill, Prichard). Textual study will be supplemented by a
parallel analysis of theoretical texts.

Assessment: Final exam or two critical essays (2,500 words each).

Lit 8-485E: Film Genres

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 TheaFil485E Film Genres

This course is offered only in the spring term as a sequel to course Lit 8-358E. Con-
sequently, students who have already taken, and successfully passed, the previous
film cowse will be automatically registered in this one upon request. The aim of this
course is to acquaint students with the various film genres, such as comedy, adventure
and romance, crime and detective stories, thrillers and horror stories, science fiction,
war stories or westerns. The course will not attempt a complete historical survey.
Instead, the organizing principle of the course is theoretical. Film genres will be
approached as artistic constructions created for the purpose of enjoyment and
pleasure.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 8-488E: Narratology in Cinema and the Novel

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 TheaFil488E Narratology in Cinema and the Novel

This course is offered for further specialization in the study of narrative and is
recommended to students who have already taken relevant courses (Narratology, The
Resthetics of Literature, Film Study, etc.) After defining the theoretical field within
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which it becomes possible to examine novels and films on an equal basis —despite
any differences in media manifestation, that is, verbal or cinematic —the course will
focus on a comparative analysis of the narrative structure of sample texts, two novels
and two films. The emphasis falls on the examination of novels and films as primarily
narrative texts. An analysis of textual relationships, such as those between author and
text, reader and text, the fictional and the 'real’, will aim to explore the essence of
narrative fiction and to show that similar aesthetic and rhetorical issues apply to the
construction of narrative texts, whether literary or cinematic.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 8-489E: Theatre Workshop

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 TheaFil489E Theatre Workshop

Students who want to take this course are expected to have attended at least four
other courses on drama. Their main assignment will be to undertake some practical
theatre work associated with one of the current productions of the workshop theatre
and also to work on a written project related to their involvement with this produc-
tion. Those wishing to register for this course should first consult the instructors
responsible for it.

Assessment: Both practical and written work.

Lit 8-494E: Intercultural Voices on the Contemporary Stage

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 TheaFil494F Intercultural Voices on the Contemporary Stage
The course will focus on the ways in which cultural specificities cross with the writing
of the dramatic text, the preparation of the mise-en-scéne and the actual performance.
The basic axis will be the cross-cultural tensions in the course of theatrical creation
from the inception of the theatrical text, its transposition into stage language and its
final reception by the audience. This long process often involves divergence and
displacement (geographical and historical) from the original cultural identity of the
text. In this sense the theatre event may be seen as a continuous flow of translation and
semantic displacement through a variety of codes and carriers of signification,
involving equally playwright, director, actors and spectators. The teaching of the
course is based on the juxtaposition and comparative analysis of suitable theatrical
scripts and relevant theoretical texts.

Assessment Final written exam or two critical essays (2,500 words each).
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Literary Theory and Comparative Studies

Lit 9-288E: Introduction to Narratology

ECTS Code: G-LSUDZ ComThe?88E Introduction to Narratology

This course will be concerned with aspects of the compositional act in narratives.
Specifically, the course will be concerned with the nature of fictional discourse, the
organization of a narrative text, the modes of its presentation to the reader and the
diversity of focal points from which events in a narrative are presented.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit. 9-352E: Literary Translation Criticism

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ComThe352E Literary Translation Criticism

The purpose of this course is to acquaint students with the critical evaluation of tran-
slated literary texts. The rendering of a literary source-text into a target-text is a
complex performance and our objective is to undertake a close reading of the
re-written text in juxtaposition with the original. We will compare English literary texts
that have been translated into Greek and vice versa. The goal is to focus on the
language system, the style and the cultural context of the literary text in order to apply
critical standards in determining the adequacy and/or appropriateness of the
translation. There will be a comparison of two or more translations of a source-text
(poetry, fiction, drama) and this exercise will allow students to judge the quality of
these particular translations. Finally, the Theory of Literary Translation will be in-
troduced to function as a supplement in expanding horizons concerning the literary
hermeneutics and aesthetics of texts that have been translated into either Greek or
English.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 9-384E: Introduction to Rhetloric and Poetics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ComThe384E Introduction to Rhetoric and Poetics

The objective of this course is to introduce the student to the art of rhetoric and its
offshoot, poetics, from its inception in ancient Greece up to the present. Major
theories will be discussed and eventually incorporated into the analysis of various
communicative acts ranging from the political to the literary. Theorists include
Aristotle, Horace, Quintilian, Augustine, Ramus, Blair, Richards, Burke, Bakhtin, de
Man, Todorov, and Ricoeur. Students will also be introduced to the workings of fi-
gures of speech (tropes) and rhetorical schemes so as to gain insight into the artifice
of creative composition. The impact of rhetoric, as it is received through its many
manifestations, depends on a type of language that essentially ‘moves, instructs and
delights’. Hence, we will take this effect into account with the various texts that will
be studied.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 9-385E: Romanticism: Theory and Poetics

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ComThe385E Romanticism: Theory and Poetics

The objective of the course is an approach to English Romantic theory and poetics in
the context of philosophical tradition. It will seek to locate the ‘roots’ of Romanticism in
the perceptual revolution of the late 17th and 18th centuries and the resulting major
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changes in people’s sense of reality as well as the relation between mind and world.
After examining the context of Romanticism, the course will deal with a selection of
theoretical and critical texts produced by the English Romantic poets. Certain com-
mon terms of reference, such as perception, imagination, reason, language, will be
explored in terms of the subtle transformations they undergo in the various critical
texts. The need for a reconciliation between philosophy and poetry, of ‘thinking” and
‘poetizing” will be considered as the focal peint underlying Romantic poetics.
Assessment; Final exam or a research paper of about 9,000 words (25-30 typed
pages).

Lit 9-386E: 20th-century Literary Theory

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ComThe386E 20th-century Literary Theory

The purpose of this course is to present students with an overview of the theories,
approaches, issues and concepts currently being debated in the field of literary theory
and criticism. We concentrate on developments in the 20th century, and cover in some
detail the complexities of today’s trends. We will read fundamental theoretical essays
and representative applied criticism of the major contemporary critical ‘schools’. The
positions and methods characteristic of each trend will be analyzed and discussed in
class. When they have completed the course, students should be acquainted with the
main issues in literary theory as they appear in the debate between structuralists,
marxists, feminists, poststructuralists and reader-oriented critics. They should be
familiar with the principal concepts used in these approaches, and have some sense of
how they can be applied in the analysis of literary texts.

Assessment: Final exam.

Lit 9-390E: Supervised Reading

ECTS Code: G-LSUD3 ComThe390E Supervised Reading

Students who wish to undertake a supervised reading in an area not covered by the
regular courses of the Department should first discuss their plans with a staff mem-
ber willing to supervise the reading and get his/her approval before registration. A
written statement of approval by the supervisor should be presented to the Secre-
tariat. Students are expected to have regular weekly contact with their suppervisor
throughout the semester. The reading program should result in a research paper of
about 30 typewritten pages, to be evaluated by the supervisor. The mark received on
this paper is the final mark for the course.

Assessment: Research paper of around 9,000 words.

Lit 9-400E: Diploma Thesis

ECTS Code: G-L SUD4 ComThe400E Diploma Thesis

This course requires students to undertake and produce a substantial piece of re-
search, of about 12,500 words (50 pages typed, double-spaced) demonstrating scho-
larly ability, independent thought and a good grasp of academic style. The Diploma
Thesis is meant as an opportunity for the student both to complete a large-scale
project and to make use of the skills he/she has acquired from his/her undergraduate
studies. Students interested in registering for the Diploma Thesis should arrange
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well in advance with a member of the teaching staff to act as supervisor of the thesis.
Students are expected to have reqgular weekly contact with their supervisor through-
out the semester. Only fourth-year students are eligible to register. Previous expe-
rience in writing research papers is required.

Assessment: Research paper of around 12,500 words.

Lit 9-418E: Anglo-American Modernist Poetry

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ComThe418E Anglo-American Modermnist Poetry

This course aims at examining two seemingly opposite trends in modernist poetry:
the internationalist tradition of Eliot and Pound and the poetics and politics of the lo-
cal represented by Wallace Stevens's and William Carlos Williams's work. To this
end the course draws on issues such as immigration, the rise of the metropolis,
language and the consequent forms of experimentalism in poetry as components of
the socio-cultural backdrop for Anglo-American modernist art.

Assessment: Final exam and/or essay.

Lit 9-453E: Theory and Practice of Literary Translation

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ComThe453E Theory and Practice of Literary Translation
This course will be concerned with the literary text as a form of discourse which
obeys certain aesthetic principles of composition. Emphasis will be given to how
these principles contribute to the production of meaning in a literary text and how a
translator undertakes the delicate task of transferring meanings from a text in the
Source Language to a text in the Target Language. A number of graded texis from
Papadiamandis, Roidis, Terzakis, Theotokas, Nikos Kasdaglis and others will be ana-
lyzed and translated within the context of a discussion over the right’ word and the
appropriate syntactic structure.

Assessment: Continuous assessment and final exam.

Lit 9-458E: The Subject in Fiction

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ComThe458E The Subject in Fiction

This course has a theoretical emphasis, and examines ways in which the human
subject has been constructed in Western discourse since the Renaissance. Special
focus is on fiction from the postmodern period, with texts by Samuel Beckett, Roland
Barthes and Maxine Hong Kingston. These texts are read in terms of the way con-
cepts of textuality have in recent years problematized the relationship between fic-
tion and autobiography, myth and history, the subject and the image. The approach
will be predominantly post-structuralist and psychoanalytic.

Assessment: Final exam and optional essay of around 3,500 words.

Lit 9-470E: Sappho’s Daughters: Poetry, Language, Desire

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ComThe470E Sappho’s Daughters: Poetry, Language, Desire
The radical question posed by Virginia Woolf, 'Who shall measure the heat and vio-
lence of the poet's heart when caught and tangled in a woman's body?’, will operate
as a central point of reference in a course that intends to explore feminine poetry in
the light of feminist poetics. The basic problem addressed in the course will be the
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way in which female experience becomes translated into a ‘'man-made’ language, or
whether sexual difference can be marked in the functioning of language, and how.
The study of the relation between desire and language in the practice of writing will
transgress historical and cultural boundaries, seeking similarities (and differences)
of experience and response as well as characteristic patterns of self-world percep-
tion shaping the creative expression of women.

Assessment: Final exam or a research paper of about 9,000 words (25-30 typed

pages).

Lit 9-480E: The Myth of Woman: 20th-century Women Poets

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ComThe480E The Myth of Woman: 20th-century Women
Poets

The course will engage with poetry written in English by twentieth-century wormen
poets of various countries and cultures (British, Irish, American, Canadian, Austra-
lian) and different historical moments (modernism/postmodernism), tracing the
attempts at a critique and revision of what is considered to be the dominant myth of
western patriarchal society and civilization: the Myth of Woman. 'Revisionist myth-
making’, as a poetics of disruption, involves a thoroughgoing critique of established
definitions, values and ethics relating to the representation of women. Refusing to
imagine themselves as men imagine them (from romance heroines to consumable
luxury goods), the women poets of our century have undertaken the making of new
myths and subjectivities, proposing an alternative history (herstory).

Assessment: Final exam or a research paper of about 9,000 words (25-30 typed
pages).

Lit 9-481E: Music in Social Movements

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ComThe481E Music in Social Movements

It has long been noted that social movements typically create movement cultures,
but the actual use of music, as a cultural form is only beginning to receive attention.
Is it only used to reaffirm the faith of those already committed to a movement, as so-
me arqgue, or does it serve other functions, such as aiding education, recruitment,
and mobilization? When, where, and why might each of these uses of music deve-
lop? We will look at a number of theoretical and activist approaches and then apply
these to movements in the United States (including the labor, civil rights, New Lett,
women's, and current inner city movements) and elsewhere.

Assessment: Final exam and optional term paper.

Lit 9-490E: Advanced Supervised Reading

ECTS Code: G-LSUD4 ComThe490F Advanced Supervised Reading

This course requires more advanced work on the part of the student both at the level
of reading and at that of scholarly production. It is a course recommended to stu-
dents who have already taken Lit 9-390E, and the procedure for registration and as-
sessment is the same as for that course. Students are expected to have regular
weekly contact with their supervisor throught the semester.

Assessment: Research paper of around 9,000 words.

Studies in the School of English

The academic year is divided into two semesters, each lasting approximately fifteen
weeks. The Fall semester begins October 1 and ends in mid-January; the Spring se-
mester begins in February and ends in late May. Each semester is followed by an
examination period of approximately twenty days (February and June). A resit
examination period is offered in September.

The School of English offers a balanced blend of courses, compulsory as well as
optional. Choice from a wide variety of subjects allows students to construct their in-
dividual programme of study according to their specific interests. In the Course
Descriptions included in the guide, courses offered by the Linguistics Department
are marked 'Ling’ and those offered by the two Literature Departments are marked
‘Lit'. Each course has a four-figure code number: the first figure indicates the general
area (1: for Contemporary English Language courses, 2: for Theoretical Linguistics,
3: for Applied Linguistics, 4: for Linguistics-related courses, 5: for Introductory cour-
ses in Literature, 6: for English Literature, 7: for American Literature, 8: for Theatre
and Film Studies, and 9: for Comparative Studies and Theory of Literature); the
second figure indicates level of difficulty (100 for the first year of studies, 200 for the
second year, etc.); the final two figures function for course differentiation/ grouping
and normally indicate continuity; ‘C’ marks compulsory courses, 'E’ elective.

Each course is taught for 2 to 3 hours per week and most often carries 6 ECTS
credits, including a 3-hour work load in practicals and/or library. For a successful
completion of the BA course of study a student must accumulate a minimum of 240
credits within a period of eight semesters (the period of study may, however, be
extended), at the rate of approximately 30 credits per semester. The balance of
credits is as follows: 90 credits from the Department of Theoretical and Applied
Linguistics and another 90 credits from the Departments of English and American
Literature. 24 credits in foreign languages (French, German, ltalian - or Greek for
foreign students). The remaining 30 credits may derive from courses taken, at the
student’s own discretion, from either elective courses within the School or from other
related Departments chiefly within the Faculty of Philosophy

In the Department of Linguistics students must take 24 credits from courses
belonging to group 1 (Language), 24 from those in group 2 (Theoretical Linguistics), 24
from those in group 3 (Applied Linguistics), and the remaining 18 from either groups 1,
2, 3 mentioned above, or from those in group 4 (Linguistics-related courses).

The Departments of English and American Literature offer the three compulsory
introductory courses (5-125, 5-126, 5-127) jointly. In the Department of English Literature
and Culture, the six survey courses on Literature and Culture (6-240, 6-241, 6-242, 6-243,
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6-244, 6-245) are characterised as elective-compulsory in the sense that a student has to
select at least two of those; the same policy applies to the survey courses on American
Literature and Culture (7-245, 7-246, 7-247), where one out of the three must be
attended. The remaining credits are from literature electives.

Assessment is generally based on formal written end-of-semester examinations;
students failing an exam in February or June are given a second chance in Septem-
ber. In the case of failure, they have to register for the course again (if compulsory)
or opt for the same or another course (if elective). The method of assessment by
mid-term exams and term papers is used in a number of courses; also a combination
of the two methods is not unusual. The choice of system of assessment is prescribed
in individual course outlines distributed at the beginning of each semester.

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B.2 General Information

The Postgraduate Studies Programme of the School of English, Aristotle University of
Thessaloniki, has been in operation since October 15, 1995, under Law 2083/93 and
the Ministerial Decision No. B7/220.

After successful completion of postgraduate studies, the School of English
awards:

a) Master’s Degree (MA) in one of the following three fields:

1. Theoretical and Applied Linguistics
2. English Literature and Culture
3. American Literature and Culture

b) Ph.D. Degree (in the same fields)

a) Master’'s Degree (MA)

The Programme aims at promoting knowledge and research in theoretical and applied
linguistics, translation, English and American literature and culture, literary theory, as
well as in gender studies, theatre studies, and comparative literary studies.

Each Department of the School accepts a limited number of candidates every
year for the Postgraduate Studies Programme: the Department of Theoretical and
Applied Linguistics accepts twelve (12) students every two years; the Department of
English Literature and Culture six (6) per year, and the Department of American
Literature and Culture five (5) per year.

Prospective candidates should hold a degree in English or, in exceptional cases,
in another foreign language or literature, in translation and interpretation, or in other
relevant fields, from a Greek or foreign University.

Candidates are selected by the Postgraduate General Assembly of the School
following a report presented by the Postgraduate Committee. This Committee consists
of six members of the School (two from each Department) appointed by the Assembly.
For the selection of candidates the following criteria are taken into consideration:

1. Grade of the first degree

Undergraduate grade average in relevant courses
Any research papers and/or creative writing interests
Interview
Reference letters
Sufficient knowledge of a second foreign language,apart from English,
appropriate for bibliographical research in the field of specialization (the
candidate must submit the necessary certificate). In the case of a foreign
candidate, s/he should have sufficient knowledge of the Greek language.
7. Any prior teaching experience is desirable, if it is related to the field of

specialization.

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Application forms and other documents are submitted to the Secretariat of the
School of English, Administration Building, 3rd Floor, Aristotle University of Thes-
saloniki, 541 24 Thessaloniki, Greece, tel.: 0310 995179 & 0310 995185, from May 1 to
August 31 every year. The selection process begins on September 1, and is com-
pleted by September 20. Courses start around October 15.

The duration of studies is two years (4 semesters). During the first three seme-
sters students attend courses (attendance is compulsory) for which they receive a
specific number of credit units (CU).

For the Master’s degree in the Department of Theoretical and Applied Linguistics,
during the first three semesters students attend nine courses, three per semester, and
are credited with 18 CU (2 for each course). During the fourth semester they write their
dissertation (8 CU). In order for the students to complete their studies they must
accumulate a total of 26 CU.

In the Department of English Literature and Culture, during the first three seme-
sters students attend six courses, 2 per semester; they are credited with 18 CU (3 for
each course). During the fourth semester students write their dissertation (9 CU).
For the completion of their studies, students should accumulate a total of 27 CU.

In the Department of American Literature and Culture, during the first three
semesters students attend five courses and are credited with 6 CU in the Ist
semester, 6 CU in the 2nd semester and 6 CU from the seminar of guided research in
the 3rd semester (3 CU per course, total 15 CU). During the fourth semester students
write their dissertation (9 CU). For the completion of their studies, students should
accumulate a total of 24 CU.

Students choose the topic for their dissertation during the third semester, in co-
operation with a member of the Department who is appointed by the Postgraduate
Committee for the supetvision of the dissertation, and who must be a specialist in the
proposed topic. After its completion, the dissertation (ranging from 60-100 pages,
double spacing, according to Department) is read by the supervisor and a second
reader, also appointed by the Postgraduate Committee. If the difference in marking
is up to 2 grades, the final mark is the average of the two. If it is 3 or more, a third
reader is asked to mark the paper. The final mark is the average of the three grades.

The grade of the Master’s degree is the average of the student's grades for the
dissertation and the courses. The grading scale is from 0 to 10. Six (b) is the pass
mark.

Students may, if agreed by the supervisor and approved by the Postgraduate
Committee, attend postgraduate courses offered by another Department of the
School of English or another School of A.U.Th. or a recognised foreign academic
institution.

Each graduate course consists of two or three (2-3) teaching hours per week,
which may not necessarily be successive and which correspond to two or three CUs
respectively. Attendance is mandatory. Grading for each course is determined by
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the teacher, who organises written or oral examinations; alternatively, grading can
be based on written or oral projects. There is no remedial exam. In case of failure,
students will have to attend the same or an equivalent course during the next
semester.

After the completion of eight (8) semesters from regisiration date, students who
have not received the Master's degree will be dismissed from the Programme.

b) Ph.D. Degree

Applications for a Ph.D. Degree are accepted from holders of an MA degree from
the School of English or from other relevant University Schools or Departments in
Greece or abroad. The MA is a necessary qualification for those who wish to register
for the Ph.D. degree. For the selection of candidates the following criteria are taken
into consideration:

1. The MA degree
Academic Performance at the undergraduate and postgraduate levels
Any research papers, publications, or conference presentations
Interview
Reference letters
Sufficient knowledge of a second foreign language, apart from
English, appropriate for bibliographical research in the field of
specialization (the candidate must submit the necessary certificates).
In the case of a foreign candidate, s/he should have sufficient
knowledge of the Greek language.

O

Another factor which will be taken into account for the selection of applicants is
that the applicant’s interests fall within the scope of the teaching staff's interests. It
should be noted that the number of students for the Ph.D. degree at the School of
English is limited.

The procedure for application is as follows:

First, candidates for the Ph.D. degree must contact one of the School's staff mem-
bers who specialises in their proposed area of study. In their application (submitted
to the Secretariat, 3rd Floor, Administration Building A.U.Th., tel.: 0310 995179 & 0310
995185) applicants should state the subject of their thesis and the proposed member
of the teaching staff who will supervise it. The following should be attached to the
candidates’ application: a) a proposal (1-2 pages) of the topic they wish to work on
and the reasons why they are interested in the particular area(s) chosen, and b) a
reference letter by the proposed member of the teaching staff who will act as
supervisor supporting the candidate’s application and vouching for the originality of
the topic. Application forms are submitted to the Secretariat from May 1 to August 31
for admission in the fall semester and from January 10 to February 15 for admission in
the spring semester, and the selection process is completed by September 20 or
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March 10, respectively.

For every registered student, the Postgraduate Committee appoints a three-
member committee with one principal and two secondary supervisors whose scope
of interests is within the area of the candidate’s research project.

Candidates should consult their supervisors regularly (every 15 days during the
first two semesters). During the first and second semester, candidates will carry out
bibliographical research and submit samples of work related to their field of
research which may, with the supervisor's agreement, form part of their thesis. At the
beginning of the third semester, candidates submit a proposal (5-10 pages), where
they state the final topic of their thesis and the area of their specialization. If this
proposal is accepted, candidates can then begin the writing of their dissertation. At
the end of the semester, the supervisor draws up a progress report for the candidate.

For completion of the Ph.D. dissertation the minimum duration period is six (6)
semesters after the appointment of the supervising committee. The maximum is 10
semesters. The General Assembly can grant an extension of two (2) semesters, or a
maximum of four (4) semesters if the request is justyfied and supported and
supported by the student’s supervisor and the Postgraduate Committee.

Depending on the topic, it may be necessary for the student to go abroad for the
implementation of his/her bibliographical research on the subject of the thesis.

Costs for such visits abroad for Ph.D. as well as Postgraduate Students are partly
covered by the School.

Students who have not submitted their thesis fourteen (14) semesters after the
date of registration are dismissed from the Programme.

Postgraduate students may be employed by the School of English, on an hourly
basis, in order to assist the work of the teaching staff, to teach supporting courses, to
invigilate during the exam period, and to correct certain exam papers. The relevant
expenses are covered by the budget of the University (see article 28 paragraph 7 of
Law 2083/92).

c¢) Fees and Scholarships

Postgraduate students (in the two Postgraduate Programmes: MA and Ph.D.) pay
fees that are determined each year by the General Assembly of the School. For the
2002-2003 academic year fees amount to 734 Euro per semester.

Fees are to be paid as follows: a) by 15/10 for the Fall semester, and b) by 15/2 for
the Spring semester. Only in exceptional cases, will students be given the possibility
to pay the fees in two instalments, upon submission of a written request to the
Postgraduate Committee justifying their inability to pay the amount in one instalment.
Fees are paid to the Accounts Office of the University and copies of the payment
receipt are submitted to the Secretariat of the School (Administration Building, 3rd
floor), and the Studies Office of the School of English (New School of Philosophy
Building, 3rd floor, office 308A). If fees are not paid on time, student registration is

not considered valid.

Par. 4, article 41 of Law 2413/17.6.96 provides for a yearly I.K.Y. scholarship of
around 2,000 Euro to two of the best students in the Postgraduate Programme.

The Research Committee of the A.U.Th. also awards two scholarships per year,
which amount to around 300 Euro monthly and last for one year. Postgraduate
students and Ph.D. candidates are selected by the General Assembly on the basis of
their performance. Scholarship holders are expected to offer some ancillary work
(teaching or other) to their respective Department.

Zuypidtuno and v opkouwoia Metantuxiakedv @orndv.
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I'. Descriptions of Courses Offered 2002-3

a) Theoretical and Applied Linguistics

ELing 2-521E: Description of Modern English Language

The course is a kind of lexico-semantic approach to the description of some facts
pertaining to English syntax. It postulates four levels of representation: two Lexical
and two Syntactic. It is based on Chomsky's claim that syntactic parametres are
found in the lexicon and its aim is to offer a characterization of the mapping which
relates lexical meaning and syntactic form. The course discusses the function of the
L (exical) C(onceptual) S(tructure), of Argument Structure and finally the mapping of
LCS to syntax. Areas to be discussed in this description and analysis, which follows
the theory of GB, in its essentials are: Ergative and Middle constructions, Nominals,
Passivization and Resultative Clauses. Students are expected to either write a long
essay on one of the topics above or sit for an examination.

ELling 2-525E: Syntactic Theory

The course builds on the generative approach to the description and analysis of
English Syntax and investigates the area of parameterization where a comparison
between Greek and English syntactic phenomena seems fruitful. Specifically, the
structures studied include word-order variation and its relation to the grammar-
discourse interface, the distribution of subjects, passives and middles, interrogatives
and adverb placement. The analyses discussed for each structure are eventually
viewed from a more global perspective of crosslinguistic differences in a search for
macro-parameters within the Principles and Parameters theory.

ELing 2-535C: Phonetics-Phonology

A series of selected papers will be presented to students who will be asked to work
in the library, looking for relevant references. Students will be responsible for critical
evaluation of these papers on the basis of a) the paper itself, b) relevant biblio-
graphical references, and ¢) their own justified opinion. Experimental issues which
lend themselves to laboratory investigation will be dealt with in the Speech Labora-
tory (3080). Handouts of individual papers including references to each paper will
be distributed to the students a week before each evaluation session.

ELing 2-540E: Semantics-Pragmatics

The course aims to advance the student’s knowledge of key concepts in semantics
and pragmatics. The main areas to be dealt with include the following: Theories of
Meaning, Thought and Reality, Lexical Meaning, Sentence Relations, Presupposi-

tion, Entailment, Context, Deixis, Speech Act Theory, Logic and Conversation,
Formalization of Lexical Meaning, Formal Semantics, Cognitive Semantics. Method
of assessment: (a) Short quizzes, (b) Mini research papers, (c) Active in-class par-
ticipation, (d) Final research paper

Eling 2-542E: Pragmatics

This course builds on the component of Pragmatics introduced in 2-540. The purpose
of the course is to initiate the student into the way language is 'used’ rather than
examine its components. The focus will be on how we, as language-users, understand
what other language-users mean, sometimes despite what they say, and how we make
sense of what we read in texts. Areas that will be dealt with are deixis, presupposition,
speech act theory, logic of conversation and relevance theory, The course is of
immediate relevance to language teaching, as it extends to an appreciation of
language use beyond the sentence. It also bears on literary criticism (hernce the terms
literary pragmatics’ and ‘pragmastylistics’) since it will deal with language in its
textual, social and psychological context. Method of assessment: (a) Short quizzes, (b)
Mini research papers, (c) Active in-class participation, (d) Final research paper

Eling 2-590E: Theory of Morphology

The course will deal with the most recent theoretical developments in Morphology
within the Generative Grammar framework. It will start with a survey of models of
morphology and competing views with regard to the place of morphology in linguistic
theory. In particular, it will give an overview of the current morphological issues and
debates, such as interfaces between morphology and phonology or morphology and
syntax, semantics, etc. The issue of morphology and psycholinguistics, e.g. to what
extent the morphological structure of a word plays a role in its perception and
production will also be included in the course. Finally, the relation between inflection
and word formation as well as compounding, cliticization and bracketing paradoxes
will thoroughly be investigated. The course does not necessarily presuppose prior
knowledge of Morphology. However, it is advisable that students attend the
undergraduate course Ling 2-220.

Eling 2-592E: Cognitive Linguistics

Cognitive Linguistics is a model of linguistic description which relates language to
our conceptual world and our human experience. One of the basic tenets of this
model is that grammatical categories and grammatical constructions are meaningful.
The meanings associated with the grammar of a language are rooted in our concep-
tual system and our basic experiences. Consequently, grammar is part of cognition
and makes use of the same cognitive principles that govern all our cognitive
processes such as perception and thought. Cognitive linguists share the following
articles of faith:
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i The study of language cannot be divorced from the study of conceptual
activity.

(i) Linguistic expressions constitute particular construals of what is described as
‘conceptual content’

(iii) Conceptualization is grounded in bodily experience

(iv)  All dimensions of linguistic abtivity involve categorization which, in turn, is
most productively
thought of in terms of networks of structures linked to prototypes.

(v) Analytical demarcations between syntax, semantics, and pragmatics or
between linguistic and extra-linguistic knowledge are counterproductive.

In short, vital areas of current linguistic theory lie at the level of conceptual

foundations.

ELing 3-562E: Interlanguage Studies

The course is concerned with the study of the language learner’s language and
examines the parameters which contribute to the emergence and development of
this type of language. Information about the multiplicity of linguistic, social, cultural,
and personal associations that make up what is generally called interlanguage is
drawn from a number of related disciplines such as Contrastive Linguistics, Error
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Analysis, and First/Second Language Acquisition. The aim of the course is to
develop in teachers, on the one hand, deeper knowledge of the problems of lan-
guage divergence among their learners, and, on the other, an understanding of and
respect for learner individuality.

Eling 3-564E: Linguistics for Language Teaching

The aim of this course is to provide a comprehensive survey of linguistic theory and
research relating to the learning and teaching of foreign languages. In particular, it
will present the insights that the linguistic research has provided on language
behaviour, first language learning, second and foreign language learning, and
learner characteristics and will discuss and analyse the significance of the research
findings for the field of language teaching.

ELing 3-570E: Methodology of Teaching Modern Languages

The course aims to combine theory and practice in the field of ELT Methodology by
presenting, comparing, contrasting, and evaluating various approaches and me-
thods of teaching and learning a foreign/second language. During the course,
students will be expected to contribute by discussing in class their views on the
theory and experience of teaching a foreign/second language. They will be as-
sessed by in-class oral presentation of teaching material in order to show their
understanding of the theoretical aspects of the topics surveyed and by a final
practical ot research paper. The main objective is to provide students with, on the
one hand, a better understanding of the choices they make and the procedures they
follow in their teaching, and, on the other, ability to evaluate teaching materials and
course-books and plan their lessons more efficiently.

Eling 4-550E: Sociolinguistics

This course intends to be a critical survey of the most prevalent currents and
methodology since the early days of the genesis of the field of sociclinguistics to the
latest developments of our time. The participants will have to familiarize themselves with
the most representative works in the paradigms of urban dialectology, social networks
theory, the ethnography of speaking, ethnomethodology, and gender and language.
They will also be expected to contribute regularly to the general discussion conducted
in class and display their understanding of certain allocated material through an oral
presentation. Their assessment will be completed by a final (research) paper. The
ultimate aim of the course is to help the participants turn into researchers by providing
thern with some theoretical background and appropriate methodological tools.

ELing 4-555E: Psycholinguistics: Parameters and Second Language
Acquisition

This course introduces students to current research in the acquisition of Syntax and
Second Language. It concentrates on empirical studies of adult second language
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acquisition and discusses their differences and similarities with the aim of identitying
the role of factors such as cognitive maturity and explicit vs. implicit learning. Second
language development will be viewed in terms of the role of positive and negative
evidence in language learning. The latter factor will be particularly emphasized in
relation to the role of second language teaching in the form of explicit instruction and
correction. The relationship between psychological processes in language learning
and linguistic theory will be the focus of attention throughout the course.

b) English Literature and Culture

ELit 6-512E: Middle English Lyrics: Structuralist and Semiotic
Readings

Semiotics, the theory of how meaning is produced and communicated through signs,
has developed out of structural linguistics. It is a particularly useful approach to the
interpretation of literary texts which derive from cultures quite different from our
own, where impressionistic and intuitive methods of reading are less successful and
liable to ethnocentric projection. This course introduces the student to various
applications of structuralist and semiotics literary theory, in particular Greimasian
narrative analysis and structural semantics as applied to literature. We will be
working with Middle English lyric poetry of the thirteenth, fourteenth and fifteenth
centuries. The course will also consider the social and literary contexts in which
medieval lyrics are found; the cultural functions of various types of poetry; the
production of manuscripts; and the relationships between poet, audience, and the
performance of poetry. Evaluation of student work will be by means of two
substantial, intermediate-length essays, preceded by in-class reports, which will be
assigned in the course of the term.

ELit 6-515E: English Bards, Continental Philosophers, and American
Reviewers: Romantic poetry and poetics in the light (or darkness) of
Hermeneutics/Deconstruction

The course will look at the reception and vicissitudes of the work of the canonical
English Romantic poets in the past thirty years on the American critical scene,
mediated by the Continental philosophical tradition. It will offer a presentation of the
poetry and poetics of Romanticism within the theoretical framework of Hermeneutics
and Deconstruction.We will begin by rethinking the notion of ‘interpretation’ as a
fundamental act not only for the reading of texts but for human existence. After a
brief look at the theoretical tendencies of the 20th century, particularly (American)
New Criticism and (French) Structuralism which form a counterpart to (German)
Hermeneutics, we will turn to the examination of romantic organicist aesthetics as
developed in the thought of Kant, Fichte, Schelling, Schiller, the Schlegels, and the
theoretical work of the English major poets of the time (especially Wordsworth,
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Coleridge, and Shelley). We will then investigate the evolution of modern her-
meneutics from Romanticism (the post-Kantian theories of Schleiermacher and
Dilthey) onwards, with its emphasis on the role of the reader in the construction of
meaning and the historicity of understanding. Next, deconstruction’s basic tenets
will be explored in some of Derrida’s characteristic works, in order to pass to the
American literary criticism of the Yale ‘deconstructors’ whose reading enterprises
have mostly engaged with romantic texts. Finally, we will look at current
developments in romantic studies, leading also into (new) historicism and feminism.

ELit 6-517E: The POST of Modernism: Re-possessing and/or Re-posi-
tioning Modernist Poetry

The aim of this course is a rereading of modernist poetry in the light of recent
developments in literary and cultural theory. To this end, the course will focus on
inherent contradictions, which privilege indeterminacy and thus discredit received
views on legitimation and representation, evinced in modernist poetry: i.e. the
tradition of the new; a centered self in the modernist long poem following, never-
theless, an Eliotic aesthetic of impersonality; the metropolis as ‘centre’ of fragmen-
tation and alienation; the disruptive, though hegemonic, project of modernism. Such
contradictions, in turn, will be considered as already anticipatory of postmodernist
features, i.e. an intermingling of genres, emphasis on the medium, a suspect
language questioning the word-world relation. Moreover, an attempt will be made at
dehierarchizing well-worn divisions and taxonomies of the canonical mould, such as
the high modernism of T.S. Eliot versus a radical avant-gardism of William Carlos
Williams and Gertrude Stein, or the Eliot-Pound Eurocentric text invoking the past
versus the Stevens-Williams regionalist poetry of an emergent American culture
shattering the fable of pastness.

ElLit 6-522E: Shakesperean Drama: history and the transformation of
the text

The overall objective of the seminar is to explore the changing nature of Shake-
spearean drama in relation to history, ideology, cultural diversity, and the medium of
its transmission (edited text, staged performance, or other). More specifically, the
seminar will consider: (1) the relationship of the dramatic text to our perception of
the historical reality (context) that produced it, and the impact of recent theoretical
perspectives —New Historicism and Cultural Materialism—in interpreting this
relationship; (2) the process of textual editing as it has affected the identity of the
Shakespearean play and the quest for an ‘authoritative’ text; (3) the changing status
and interpretation of Shakespeare's plays as they pass through time, ideologies and
cultural differences; and (4) the transformation of the dramatic text into performed
action on the stage. The seminar will conclude with a series of close readings of
specific plays, with the idea that we can't divest ourselves of our history, our culture,
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or our theoretical garb, but we can contribute something fresh to a type of drama that
re-creates its own demands in changing times.

ELit 6-535E: Literature and Psychoanalysis

The main aim of this course is to analyse the principal features of Freudian and post-
Freudian psychoanalysis and the way these may be used to inform the reading of
literary texts. Focus is on issues such as the unconscious, dreams, hysteria, object
relations, narrative and desire, eros and thanatos, the Oedipus complex and castration,
the Imaginary and the Symbolic, femininity as masquerade, scopophila and fetishism.
The main authors focused on are Freud, Klein and Lacan, but we will also be reading
from the work of Breuer, Riviere, Winnicott, Irigaray, Kristeva and Derrida. A few
literary texts (by, for example, Sophocles, E.T.A. Hoffmann and Poe) will be examined
insofar as they have been the subject of psychoanalytic attention. Students will give
two brief in-class presentations and will write a final essay of around 7,000 words (20-
25 typed pages), in which they are expected to demonstrate an ability to use
psychoanalytic theory in the analysis of literary texts of their own choice.

ElLijt 6-546E: (Post)colonial Readings

The aim of this course is to explore the role of the British Empire and its colonial
discourses in the production and consumption of literary and cultural texts produced
between the middle of the 19th and the middle of the 20th centuries. It will involve
readings of key texts in postcolonial theory and re-readings of literary and cultural
texts in the light of the former. Some of the questions to be addressed will concern
the relationship of the coloniser to the colonised, colonial space and boundaries,
racial difference and stereotypes, women writing (within) the British Empire. Stu-
dents will be required to participate in class discussions, make presentations and
write a research paper in a relevant area of their choice at the end of the semester.

ELit 8-521E: Medieval Drama

The aim of this course is to examine how the medieval theatre developed in western
Europe from the Carolingian Renaissance to the 16th century. The approach we take
will be comparative, since medieval literature and culture moves within a multi-
lingual context that pays little attention to national boundaries. We will examine dra-
matic fraditions in Latin and in the vernaculars, paying particular attention to staging
conventions and production contexts for different kinds of medieval drama.

ELit 8-570E: Textual Corporealities: The Body in Modern Theory and
Practice

The aim of this seminar will be to read the human body as a text, a system of
decipherable signs, as well as to trace the diversified perceptions of the body in a
variety of literary, scientific, philosophical and visual discourses throughout the modern
period. As the hinge between nature and culture, subjectivity and objectivity, both
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naturally and culturally produced, both subject and object of desire, the body has been
the site of contention for centuries. Western tradition has since Plato proclaimed the
body's materiality, separated it from ‘soul’, identified it with the feminine, and subjected
it to a series of disciplinary practices. With the appearance of psychoanalysis and
phenomenology in the 20th century, however, the body could no longer be thought of in
terms of Platonic materiality or Cartesian dualism. In addition, technological advances
such as the introduction of inorganic bodies or body parts and the new reproductive
technologies have made modern embodiments multiple, fluid and differential and a
need for a redefinition of the body more urgent than ever.

ELit9-520: Theatre/Theory/Theoroi: The Stage in Context

This course is a twofold exploration of the theatrical text in interaction with literary
and cultural theory on the one hand and with current theories and practices of the
stage on the other. Focusing on discourses of the body and the gaze, the course will
proceed from a semiotic to a phenomenological reading of the stage experience,
mainly through the theory of Maurice Merleau-Ponty. A cross-cultural selection of
recent playtexts will be brought in for analysis (H. Barker, S. Beckett, C. Churchill, M.
Crimp, M. Duras, P. Handke, H. Pinter and others).

c) American Literature and Culture

ALit /-518E: 20th-century Women's Poetry

The course is a comparative study of contemporary poetic texts written by a selected
number of North Ametican (USA/Canada) and Greek women living in Greece,
Canada, and Australia, women whose cultural identities and experiences differ
through age, class, ethnicity, race, region, sexual preference, etc. We will examine
each poet’s understanding and construction of self and the world, within a specific
cultural context and/or theoretical (i.e. feminism, aesthetic theory, etc.) framework. We
will also compare and contrast the poets’ relationships with ancestral voices, their
views of art and the role of the artist, as well as their attitudes to and uses of language.
We will pay particular attention to stylistic experimentations and innovations.

ALit 7-538E: Postmodernism in American Prose

The seminar will explore new directions in American fiction from 1975 to the present.
These include minimalist or new realistic fiction in several short story collections,
new metaphors and systems of thought that stem from science, pop culture,
computers and linguistics; an expanded notion of ‘realism'’ reflecting the influence of
postmodernist experimentation in the 1960s and 1970s; emerging forms, myths and
voices of selected women writers. Texts to be chosen from the following: Raymond
Carver, Cathedral; Bobbie Anne Mason, Love Life; Grace Paley, Enormous Changes
at the Last Minute; Tim O'Brien, The Things They Carried; William Gibson, Burning
Chrome; Louise Erdrich, Tracks; Toni Morrison, Jazz.
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ALit 7-558E: Narratological Practices in Cinema and the Novel

This course is offered to graduate students with an interest in further specialization
in the area of narrative studies. Although there are no prerequisites, some familiarity
with the theory of narrative fiction and with film and literary language would be
helpful. After defining the theoretical field within which it will become possible to
examine novels and films on an equal basis —despite any differences in media
manifestation, that is, verbal or cinematic — the course will focus on comparative
analysis of the narrative structure of sample fictional texts, of several novels and
films that posit interesting narrative possibilities. The emphasis falls on the exa-
mination of novels and films as primarily narrative texts, excluding any other theo-
retical approach.

ALit 7-560E: Ethnic Studies: Ethnicity, Nationalism and Diaspora

This course will take an interdisciplinary approach to the issues of Ethnicity, Natio-
nalism and Diaspora. Students will read articles and books from a variety of
disciplines such as literature, political science, anthropology, sociology, history. Our
purpose will be to investigate the meaning of ethnicity, nationalism, and diaspora,
how they connect and how they diverge. The context of our research will be
international rather than specifically American. The course will be divided into
several segments and each segment will be organized arcund a cluster of issues
and questions; students should be prepared to respond through their reading to
these issues, participate in class discussions, present parts of the material they will
be studying and provide a long research paper by the end of the semester.

ALit 7-565E: Literature and Culture of the American South

The course will focus on the works of southern writers written during the nineteenth
and twentieth centuries which reflect the most important period in the history of the
southern imagination. First, we will concentrate on the definition of 'southern’
literature and then examine how the diversity of the southern cultural and literary
heritage is reflected in the works of the writers of that region. We will look at how
slavery, the plantation culture, the Civil War, Reconstruction, the agrarian tradition
and the Civil Rights movement were instrumental in shaping the literature of the
American South. The reading list will include texts by Harriet Jacobs, Mary Chesnut,
Grace King, Ellen Glasgow, William Faulkner, Katherine Anne Porter, Eudora Welty,
Carson McCullers and Anne Tyler.

ALit 7-567E: American Realism

The course focuses on the literary movement called ‘realism’ that manifests itself in
American fiction during the period 1865-1914. It examines in depth the literary
debate about the centrality of the novel as the most ideal artistic vehicle of the drama
of ordinary existence and democratic universalism and delves into the new forms
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and complex literary awareness of the American novelists aspiring to write the
‘Great American Novel'. In addition to fictional works by Howells, James, Twain,
Garland, Frederic, Chopin, Jewett and others, the course covers representative
nonfictional prose, as well as the socio-economic and political context of the period
which influenced the American imagination.

ALit 7-569E: The Women’s Movement and Feminist Discourse in the
United States

The course will examine the historical, social and political contexts of the women's
movement in the United States from the 1840s to the 1990s. Through the study of
significant documents and texts it will illuminate the stages (first- and second-wave
feminism) and the goals of the women’s movement. Furthermore, it will focus on the
articulation of an American feminist discourse/logos (from the 1970s onward) and it will
clarify the political differences and diversified approaches (conservative, liberal, marxist,
radical, separatist) which fragmented the feminist enterprise from the beginning, via the
analysis of selected works by influential female literary critics, scholars, and writers. The
aim is also to make comprehensible such issues as gendered identity, social roles,
cultural images, sexual stereotypes, class and racial difference.

ALit 9-520E: Theory of Theater: Postmodernism in Contemporary
Theatre

This seminar will look into the latest developments of postmodern aesthetics on the
international stage, with particular emphasis on the American scene. Graduate
students registering for the course will be expected to read about thirty plays, which
will include, among others, the work of authors like S. Beckett, Nt. Shange, Luis Val-
dez, Guillermo Comez-Pena, Bob Wilson, Karin Finley, Heiner Miiller, Jose Rivera,
Peter Handke, Sam Shepard, Adrienne Kennedy, George Wolfe, Frank Chin, David
Henry Hwang. Each student will give four class presentations and will submit a
research paper at the end of the course.

ALit.9-550E: Theory and Criticism of the Cinema: American Film
Genres

This course is offered to graduate students who are already acquainted with the
‘vocabulary’ and ‘grammar’ of film language. The aim of this course is to engage
students in the study of various film genres, such as the musical, the gangster and
detective film, Hollywood melodrama, the western and the science fiction film at an
advanced level. The course will not attempt a complete historical survey. Instead,
film genres will be approached as artistic constructions created for the purpose of
enjoyment and pleasure within the context of the commercially-oriented Hollywood
studio system of production. The analysis will focus on selected films of different
genres in order to explore problems in narrative structure so that we arrive at some
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insight into the nature and significance of formulaic narratives and appreciate their
cultural impact as forms of artistic behavior.

ALit 9-580E: Theory of Literature and Criticism: Theoring American
Culfure

The course will examine theories of American culture as they have been formulated
since the 1940s. It will focus primarily on the emergence of American literary
criticism and American studies and will examine Qld Historicism and New Criticism
with their preoccupation with texts, aesthetics, myths, and symbols; then, it will map
the revolutionary impact issues such as race, ethnicity, gender and class had upon
American studies and literary criticism. It will demonstrate how the foregrounding of
such issues within their socio-cultural and political contexts gave the opportunity to
a new generation of theorists and critics to articulate that internal colonialism,
urbanization, financial interests, the role of the epistemes, and the codification of
discourses which have had a tremendous influence on the constitution of the
American nation and nationalism.
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
