ESSE BURSARIES for 2005

In 2005, ESSE continues to offer TWO types of Bursaries:

a) A number of bursaries of up to 1100 euros each will be available for scholars in need of support to pursue a project or programmes of research leading to the writing of a PhD dissertation. The age limit is 40.

b) A number of bursaries of up to 1500 euros each will be available for scholars already holding a doctorate or its equivalent and employed at Universities in Central and Eastern Europe who are in need of support to pursue a project or programme of reasearch.

In both cases, winners are expected to make a short-term visit to an outstanding university in an English speaking country.

The deadline for applications for both types of Bursaries is 1 March 2005. Notification to the applicants should be in the post by 15 April. There is no application form proper. Applicants should send:

· a letter requesting ESSE support and stating how the funds will be used;

· a c.v. and a list of publications;

· a detailed description of the project (between 500 and 1000 words);

· for the first type of Bursary, a letter of recommendation, sent directly by the supervisor of the PhD candidate.
