•The Bologna Declaration. Presidents of national associations in ESSE will be completing a questionnaire preparatory to a discussion of the implications of the Bologna Declaration (now officially known as the Bologna-Prague-Berlin Process). The aim of this is to create a European Space for Higher Education (ESHE) by 2010, in order to make university qualifications across Europe more compatible, giving graduates greater mobility and employability.
