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Winter Semester 2021-2022
Course Outline
(Based on the 9th edition of The Norton Anthology)
This course examines diverse modes of textual self-representation (autobiographies, diaries, letters) from the early modern period to the present. Particular emphasis is placed on seventeenth-century autobiographical texts as it was in this period that life writings of various kinds began to proliferate. We look into the historical, cultural and ideological reasons that explain this proliferation and seek to understand the complex interactions between these self-representations and the world within which they were produced. We follow a similar process of interpretation in the study of texts from the 18th, 19th and 20th centuries, and we conclude with a brief look into contemporary self-representations in social media (facebook, twitter, etc.). Students also have to study a number of critical texts on theoretical issues related to the “construction” of the self and autobiographical writing.
Learning outcomes
Students will

--understand the historical/cultural contexts of autobiographical texts, and how the latter resist and transform those contexts.
--understand how an author’s own gender, ideology, social class and religion shapes his/her textual self-representation. 

--explore the ways in which the self is presented and shaped by different literary and narrative forms, probe the relationship between truth and fiction in narrative, and reflect on the tension between invention and disclosure.
--demonstrate an informed awareness of key issues concerning life writing and the “construction” of the self.
Assessment 
Students will be evaluated on the basis of a final exam and optional in-class presentations. If you do a presentation it will count for 10% of the final grade. A bonus (0.5-1.0 grade) will be added to the final grade in the case of students who participate in class discussions, elearning forums etc.
