Candidates will be expected to have read in detail the following short stories, many of which are available in Section
2 (Fiction) of Elements of Literature, ed. Robert Scholes, et al, 4th edition (New York & Oxford: Oxford University

Press, 1991, and in Introduction to Literature (13th edition).

In addition, a reading of pp. 121-199 of Elements of Literature, as well as the brief introductions to
Fabulation (p. 201), Realism (p. 296) and Metafiction (p. 493), will introduce candidates to the basic critical
vocabulary required for the analysis of fiction. Candidates are also expected to read from Introduction to Literature
(13th edition) Part I: Reading, Thinking and Writing Critically about Literature (p.p. 3, 21) and Part Il: Fiction (p.p.

55, 66, 85-88, 114, 138-140).

The exam will require candidates to write well-constructed and well-expressed essays, demonstrating their

knowledge both of the stories themselves and of the critical vocabulary used in their analysis.
