Scheme (HKPFS) aims to attract the best and brightest students in the world to pursue their PhD studies 
in Hong Kong’s universities.
The HKPFS will provide a competitive annual stipend and conference and research-related travel 
allowance per year for each awardee for a period of up to three years.
• Monthly Stipend: HK$28,100* (approx. US$3,600)
• Annual Conference & Research-related Allowance: HK$14,000* (approx. US$1,790)
*In the 2024/25 academic year.

Basic Entrance Requirements
• A Master’s degree (or equivalent qualification) from a recognised university; or 
• A Bachelor’s degree with first class honours (or equivalent qualification) from a recognised 

university

English Language Requirements*

Applicants whose entrance qualification is obtained from an institution in a non-English speaking 
system should normally fulfil one of the following minimum English proficiency requirements:  
1. Overall score of IELTS 6.5 with no subtest lower than 6.0; or
2. TOEFL score of 80 (internet-based test); or 
3. Other equivalent qualifications.#

* Individual field of study such as English language may have higher requirement.
# The College English Test (CET) is not accepted as an equivalent qualification.
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Selection Criteria
In addition to meeting EdUHK’s admission and English language requirements. HKPFS applicants 
should have outstanding credentials in the following areas:
