Abstract

This study is a ‘continuation of Kilis (1994). The three main causal connectives, yar{
exerdrj and Sidre are further examined in terms of their distribution and the implications
derived therefrom. Although they are not freely interchangeable, they are all translated as
because in English. I discuss differences of semantic meaning and differences in terms of
their function. It is concluded that accounts of their linguistic behaviour can be

particularly informed by an appreciation of earlier meanings and processes conjunctions
went through.
